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Claudio Biekarck managed to win the 8th and final race to pass George Rider by 1 point to take the gold. Mario Buckup came in third.

This result qualifies Claudio Biekarck for the World Championship in Chile, and together with Tommy Sumner makes it two of the six teams Brazil will be sending to be guaranteed a slot.
The Brazilian Sailing Federation has granted special assistance to the Brazilian Champions to participate in the Waorlds, as a result of our renewed status as a PanAmerican Class.

The remaining 4 teams and additional slots to fill the South American Championship will be defined by two additional qualifiers to be held in May and June.
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
