With one of the largest Lightning fleets, in combination with their vigorous tradition of 
sailing competition, the Buffalo Canoe Club is in no small degree responsible for the 
fact that the Lightning Class has more top notch, first class sailors than any other class 
in the world. 

In gratitude, this Year Book is dedicated to all members of the Buffalo Canoe Club, 
past and present, for their enthusiastic commitment to sailing, and for their particular 
friendship, loyalty, and service to the Lightning Class. May our long relationship con-
tinue to flourish.

THE 1973 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP 
by Pat Elfman and Nancy Ruiter 

Start of the first race. 

With a beautiful series, Bruce Goldsmith won the 
World Championship for the second time, having 
won it previously in 1969 in Argentina. The fleet 
this year was probably the strongest ever assembled 
for a World Championship. The series had a little 
bit of every kind of air except for a super heavy 
blow. In addition, we were blessed with Al Bernel 
and his superb committee, probably the best race 
chairman and committee that ever ran a Lightning 
regatta. Using two race committee boats, Burgee IV 
and Burgee V, equipped with exceptional naviga-
tional gear, the race committee provided the sailors 
with perfect courses, impeccable starting lines, and 
on-time races — wind permitting. Sailors represent-
ing eight countries, Argentina, Brazil, United States, 
Peru, Canada, Ecuador, Columbia and Finland, com-
peted. 

It looked as though it would be a windy series 
as everyone sailed out to the practice races on Satur-
day, August 11. As the fleet made its first trip 
around the course, boats began dropping out due to 
numerous breakdowns. Of 31 boats that reached the 
first weather mark, only ten finished in the first 
race. The other boats either had a breakdown or de-
cided to keep their boats in one piece until it really 
counted. The race was won by Bill Shore, followed 
by Tom Allen. The second practice race, with only 
5 boats starting, saw Dick Hallagan prove his ten-
acity by fighting the elements and finishing. There

was no second. 
The first race on Sunday, August 12, was post-

poned an hour to allow the wind to come up, which 
it finally did out of the southwest. The race com-
mittee chose the Olympic course as planned, and 
after one general recall, the race was finally started 
at 11 :55 a.m. As it turned out, the wind had not 
quite settled when the starting gun went off. Just 
before the start, there was a substantial shift toward 
the south, favoring the leeward end, and this re-
sulted in Bill Cramer's now famous port-tack start 
which left the rest of the fleet groaning. However, 
Cramer's moment of glory was short lived as he 
continued across the fleet on port tack, expecting 
the wind to go back to the right. Surprisingly 
enough, the wind went further to the left, and those 
boats which had started at the pin end, and had 
been unable to tack to get over for the expected 
shift back to the right, found themselves sitting 
pretty as the wind kept going their way. Bob Seidel - 
mann was one of those on the left side of the course, 
and at this point was moving better than anybody; 
he motored up the leg, and rounded the first mark 
with a very comfortable lead. Shore, Dave Ruiter, 
Jim Dressel and Goldsmith followed in that order in 
a bunch as John Teigland and Bill McKinley came 
around a little further behind. Downwind the first 
time, Seidelmann, Shore and Ruiter held their posi-
tion, while Goldsmith picked up Dressel at the jibe. 
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Going back to weather, Seidelmann continued to 
open up his lead, Goldsmith picked up Ruiter and 
rounded the weather mark close on Shore's heels. 
Dressel rounded a close fifth. On the dead run, 
Ruiter went from fifth to just barely second fol-
lowed by Dressel, Shore and Goldsmith in close 
succession. Teigland rounded sixth, as he had been 
all race followed by Allen who had come from ninth 
to seventh. The last time up, Goldsmith went from 
fifth to second playing very subtle shifts. Dressel 
held his third as Ruiter dropped back to fifth for 
most of the leg and finally finished fourth after 
a tacking duel with Shore near the finish. Teigland 
had dropped back to seventh by the end of this race, 
and Allen finished sixth. Seidelmann finished the 
race with a two minute lead over Goldsmith and 
went back to the club looking like the man to beat. 

The second race again was postponed due to no 
air. When the wind finally did come up, it came 
again from the southwest at about 8 mph. With an 
equilateral course scheduled, the committee again 
chose the Olympic course to play it safe in case 
the newly arisen wind should shift during the race 
before it settled down. As it turned out, the wind 
was constant enough that moving the mark was 
unnecessary. 

Going up the first weather leg, it soon became 
evident that those boats which had gone out on port 
tack had really made out. The leader on the right 
side of the course as well as overall was Teigland, 
who was really flying in these conditions for the 
whole series. Following Teigland around the first 
mark was Goldsmith, then Francisco Medina, Jim 
Crane and Carlos Collet. First race winner, Bob 
Seidelmann, was in sixth followed by Jim Carson. 
Going downwind, positions stayed pretty much the 
same except that Crane and Collet picked up Medina 
at the jibe. Around the leeward mark, positions were 
just about the same as Seidelmann also passed Me-
dina and moved into fifth. Going back to weather, 
Teigland continued to hang-on to first with Gold-
smith close behind in second. Seidelmann passed 
Crane to move into third. Collet held-on to fifth as 
Bill Buckles came flying up from ninth to move into 
sixth. On the run, Buckles picked up Collet to move 
into fifth as everyone else held their position. Going 
to weather for the last time, the positions remained 
the same in the top six, with Teigland finishing 
first, Goldsmith second, Seidelmann third, Crane 
fourth, Buckles fifth, and Collet sixth. In seventh 
place was Allen, who had come from 17th at the 
first weather mark, moved into tenth at the last 
leeward mark, and had picked up three boats on the 
last leg. 

The third race was held immediately following the 
finish of the second at about 4 p.m. This time the 
committee chose the equilateral course. Winds 
stayed southwest at about 8 mph, with slight, chop-
py seas. 

The first weather leg bore some similarity to the 
first race of the series. Those boats which started at 
the pin end and worked out to the left right away 
were the ones that made out as the wind shifted to 
the south. Goldsmith was right there, and was really 
cranking, sailing noticeably higher and faster than 
anyone. As he chomped up to the weather mark 
with a nice lead, he was followed around it by Mc- 

Kinley, Dressel, Ruiter, Teigland and Seidelmann, 
in that order. Going to leeward, Teigland moved into 
fourth and everyone else stayed the same. The next 
time to weather, as the wind began to die, Teigland 
moved into second by playing the shifts up the 
middle, which dropped McKinley to third and Dres-
sel to fourth. Seidelmann and Allen both passed 
Ruiter to move into fifth and sixth respectively. 
There was a large gap before the main body of the 
fleet which was led by Buckles in eighth followed 
by Jay Hansen, Hallagan, Bob Adams and Gary 
Demarest. Believe it or not, except for transitory 
gains, of the first twelve boats around the weather 
mark the second time, not one gained or lost a place 
during the entire last lap. Thus, Goldsmith won 
with an immense lead of two minutes twenty sec-
onds. 

Going into the clubhouse at the end of three 
races with no throw-outs, Goldsmith held a four 
point lead over Seidelmann, who was only one 
point ahead of Teigland in third; Dressel was fourth, 
10 points back. Allen was fifth, 4 points behind 
Dressel. 

On Tuesday, the fourth race was begun in a 
zephyr, which died to a whisper as the leaders 
rounded the weather mark. Teigland was clearly 
ahead and increased his lead steadily as the fleet 
drifted to leeward. Regrettably for Teigland, since 
a number of leaders were badly tanked, the wind 
died altogether and the race was abandoned before 
he had even arrived at the leeward mark. 

On Wednesday morning, the race committee tried 
again for race number four. This time it worked, 
as the wind was blowing about 10 mph at the start 
from the northeast. As the fleet went up the leg, the 
wind shifted substantially to the left (more north-
erly) which put Dressel first around the mark, Jack 
Elfman second, Buckles third, Adams fourth, Lou 
Pocharski fifth, Shore sixth, and Collet in seventh. 
Where's Seidelmann, Allen and Teigland? Teigland 
rounded 17th, Allen rounded 27th (egad!), and 
Seidelmann (get this) rounded 37th! 

The shift on the weather leg made for a very tight 
first reach, with winds picking-up and rather puffy. 
Most boats were unable to carry spinnaker for the 
whole leg, and either put it up right away and took 
it down before the jibe, or went high with the jib 
before hoisting. Dressel stayed in first followed by 
Elfman, as Adams picked up Buckles, and Shore 
picked up Pocharski. The next reach was very broad 
and was characterized by puffs coming up from be-
hind bringing boats up on a plane while those ahead 
almost stood still. Nevertheless, Dressel was not to 
be overtaken. Elfman however, was caught by Ad-
ams; Buckles remained fourth and Shore fifth, with 
Carson sixth, having come from tenth at the first 
mark. Pocharski fell from sixth back to ninth. Going 
back to weather was a long port tack with short 
starboard work. It was one of those legs where you 
do not know whether you lose more by taking a 
hitch for clear air and overstanding, or by sailing 
in someone else's gas. Shore made out, coming from 
fifth to second, Adams fell back to fourth again, and 
Elfman remained in third. Buckles rounded the 
weather mark in fifth followed by Pocharski who 
was back up to sixth again. 

The next reach was very tight again and a real

test of skill in close reaching with a chute. The first 
four boats held their position all the way around the 
last lap to the finish making Dressel the winner, 
Shore second, Elfman third, and Adams fourth. Po-
charski and Crane picked up Buckles on the last 
weather leg and finished fifth and sixth respectively, 
leaving Buckles in seventh. Goldsmith finished 
eighth. At the finish, Teigland, who had been up as 
high as 12th at one point, finished 15th. Allen fin-
ished 12th, and Seidelmann finished 16th, having 
picked up 21 boats in the course of the race. 

By the time of the fifth race on Wednesday after-
noon, the wind had increased to about 15 mph, with 
gusts to 20. The seas were choppy and building, 2-3 
feet. After a half-hour postponement and one recall, 
the race got underway at 3:10. The committee chose 
the Olympic course as scheduled. This also meant 
freer reaches which no one's crew was unhappy 
about. Half way up the first leg, it appeared that 
the left side of the course was again strongly fa-
vored; however, toward the end of the leg, the wind 
went back somewhat to the right and some of the 
boats in the middle who had not been looking so 
good, began to look much better. Seidelmann was the 
best from the middle and rounded the weather mark 
with a pretty good lead. Ruiter had been out to the 
left with Shore and Goldsmith, and just barely 
squeaked around second ahead of Robert Buckup, 
who had been in the middle. On the reach, Seidel-
mann and Ruiter picked up a good puff that came in 
ahead of the boats behind, and opened up a comfort-
able lead on the fleet. Crane came screaming up to 
the front of the pack from seventh at the weather 
mark. Cramer also passed Buckup on the first reach 
and jibed fourth behind Crane. After the jibe, po-
sitions stayed more or less the same to the leeward 
mark. At the weather mark, Seidelmann, Ruiter and 
Crane were followed by Shore (who had moved up 
from sixth), Buckup, Cramer and Allen. Gold-
smith had moved up to eighth from tenth the first 
time around. Carson followed in ninth, having 
picked up Dressel (who rounded tenth) as well as 
two other boats. 

On the dead run, the wind favored the starboard

tack slightly. The boats which put their chutes up 
on starboard tack and jibed to port at the end of the 
leg made out best. Dressel in this leg moved up from 
tenth to seventh. Shore stayed in fourth, Allen moved 
up to fifth, and Buckup fell back to tenth, having 
gone out on port first. 

Up the last weather leg, Seidelmann, Ruiter, 
Crane, Shore and Allen held their positions, and 
finished in that order. Goldsmith knocked off two 
more boats, and finished sixth. One of these was 
Dressel, who was seventh. Carson came from ninth 
to eighth, picking up Cramer, who dropped from 
sixth back to ninth. Buckup finished tenth and 
Demarest 11th, having come from 28th at the first 
weather mark. This race hurt Teigland as he fin-
ished 14th for his second race in a row in the 
teens. 

At this point, with a throw-out, Seidelmann is in 
first with Goldsmith one point behind and Dressel 
in third, five points out of first. Ruiter, Teigland 
and Allen are in a three-way tie for fourth with 
Crane one point behind them in seventh. Thus, it

looked as though the sixth race would make the dif-
ference, as anyone of the top three could conceivably 
win it, and the fourth place tie would have to be 
broken. 

As it turned out, there was no sixth race. Thurs 
day morning dawned warm and sunny without a 
breath of air. After postponing until 12 :35, the race 
committee finally decided to try starting it with 
very little air, using an Olympic course in case of 
a shift. The fleet got around the course once, and 
part-way back to weather when the time limit ran 
out. Had this race counted, it definitely would have 
shaken things up except Goldsmith would have won 
since he was far ahead in first when the race was 
called. 

The final score was figured, with no throw-outs, 
putting Bruce Goldsmith in first by three points. 
Jim Dressel was runner-up and Bob Seidelmann 
third; Tom Allen was fourth, and John Teigland 
fifth. Without the throw-out, Jim Crane moved into 
sixth ahead of Dave Ruiter in seventh. Bill Shore 
was eighth, Bob Adams ninth and Bill Buckles 
tenth. 

Congratulations to Bruce Goldsmith on a beauti-
ful series. Whether the last race counted or not, he 
had the series locked up. Jim Dressel, again, almost 
did it in one of the Lightning Class' major champion-
ships; he is really due. Bob Seidelmann finished 
third with 10 points to snare counting a 16th, and 
is also to be commended. These three skippers sailed 
head and shoulders above anyone else at the regatta.

found anywhere. The weather was beautiful, and 
everyone enjoyed this informal function on the 
Allen's lovely front lawn, as we watched the sun 
set on Abino Bay. 

On Monday we had the pleasure of reading 
thorough accounts of our performance in the race 
the day before, thanks to the work of Ed Roseberry 
and his publicity committee. Throughout the week 
the newspaper and local TV coverage was excellent. 
In the evening, after a long day on the race course, 
we were guests at small private cocktail parties 
at various Yacht Club members' homes. This unique 
idea had skippers and crews and their guests divided 
into small groups of four boats each, and entertained 
by those nice people who had opened up their homes 
to us. We then returned to the Yacht Club for bar-
bequed chicken and corn on the cob. Again we had 
good entertainment and dancing after dinner. 

Tuesday we were given a break, so that we could 
go to Niagara Falls, or just goof off. The Falls 
were enjoyed by many of our out-of-country guests, 
as well as some of the U.S. visitors. We felt very 
,proud to have one of the Seven Wonders of the 
World within just twenty minutes of the Champion-
ship. 

Another round of the small private cocktail 
parties was held again on Wednesday night by a 
new set of hosts, with the sailors redistributed into 
new groups of four. This night was beef-on-wick 
and dancing afterwards. I must add at this point, 
what a beautiful week it was weatherwise, too. 
Walking on the beach was done by all of us at some 
point. 

And before we knew it, it was Thursday — it 
hardly seemed possible that we had been there a 
week. We crowned a new and worthy champion in 
Bruce Goldsmith—and have a week full of memories 
to last forever.

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THE 1973 
NORTH AMERICAN CHAMPIONSHIP

The Tawas Bay Yacht Club, located on beautiful 
Tawas Bay on Lake Huron, hosted the Lightning 
North American Championships August 18th 
through the 24th. For many of the old-time Light-
ning sailors it was like returning home, as Tawas had 
held the North Americans in 1960 and 1963. The 
Club has excellent dry sailing facilities, with three 
hoists and one launching ramp. Their members work 
like mad to give their visitors a wonderful time. 
Thank you, Tawas, for a great Regatta. Regatta Co-
Chairmen were past ILCA President Charles 
Schreck, Gary Demarest, and newly elected Class 
Secretary Gary Cameron. 

One moderate air qualifying race was sailed Sun-
day, August 18th, with Monday's races blown out 
due to an unusual north wind front which brought 
winds in at over 30 miles per hour. Three qualifying 
races were sailed Tuesday in 16 to 25 mph breezes 
from the north, with Tom Allen winning three races 
to emerge the low qualifier. Defending Champion 
Jim Crane did not have to enter the qualifying 
races so was well rested to join the top 32 boats 
in the North American Flight. 110 boats were at the 
Regatta, with those finishing over 33rd divided up 
in the President's Cup and Governor's Cup. The re-
port on the North American Championship Flight 
follows: 

1st Race — Wednesday, August 22nd, 1:10 P.M. 
Winds were from the SE at 6-8 mph and dying. 
There was one general recall. The second start had 
a square line. Defending Champion Jim Crane and 
Don Delorme worked the right side of the course, 
while Chuck Maltbie and Alan Ruiter worked the 
left. There were light spots up the entire leg and 
playing the shifts was probably more important than 
boat speed. Tom Allen worked the middle left finding 
some subtle wind shifts to keep near the front of the 
fleet. Positions at the 1st weather mark were: Crane, 
Delorme, Maltbie, Ruiter, Allen and Bob Adams. 
The next two leeward reaches were close reaches 
with positions basically the same, except Ruiter 
moved up to third and Allen fourth. 

The wind began shifting to the south, 20-50° for 
the second weather leg. Most of the lead boats 
worked the right side of the course, toward the wind 
shift. Positions at the weather mark were: Crane, 
Delorme, Allen, John Schneider, Maltbie, Ruiter, new 
World Champion Bruce Goldsmith, Carson, McIntosh 
and Adams. Due to the starboard wind shift, the 
leeward leg was a broad reach with Past President 
John McIntosh moving into fourth place with good 
spinnaker work. The sixth leg was a very tight 
reach. Starting up the final beat Crane and Delorme 
were still first and second, followed by Allen, McIn-
tosh, Ruiter, Maltbie, and Schneider. The wind was 
now dying to 3-6 mph, shifting more right, with 
some very spotty patches. Crane and Delorme tacked 
to starboard immediately on the port side of the  

course, with Crane covering Delorme. Ruiter and 
Maltbie took short port tacks, working farther to 
starboard, into the continuing starboard shift. Malt-
bie worked furthest right, tacked to starboard, and 
carried good air and a lift to a first place finish fol-
lowed by Alan Ruiter. Tom Allen sailed up the mid-
dle of the course, at times looking bad, but found a 
small lift on port tack near the finish to work to 
the starboard side of the course and preserve his 
third. Crane and Delorme were still leading on the 
left until 300 yards from the finish. At that point 
they got outside of a shift further right and sailed 
into a hole. Fourth place went to John McIntosh fol-
lowed by Jim Crane, Jim Carson, Bruce Goldsmith, 
John Schneider, Bob Adams, Bob Smither and Don 
Delorme. 

2nd Race — Thursday, August 23rd, 10:30 A.M. 
Winds were SE 10-14 mph with a lumpy sea. Most of 
the hot shots including Crane and McIntosh worked 
the right side of the course expecting a clockwise 
shift and possible lifts off the shore. Crane was first 
again at the weather mark, followed by McIntosh, 
Bill Shore, Jim Dressel, Goldsmith, Ruiter, Ed Rose-
berry and Don Brush. Goldsmith had sailed the mid-
dle of the beat. Halfway up the beat, when Bruce 
was on starboard tack, he appeared to be behind 
many boats to his weather on starboard. Instead of 
going right sooner against a slight lift, Bruce hung 
in on starboard, in clear air avoiding the starboard 
tack lay line parade. He found a slight knock just 
short of the port lay line, took the lift in clear air, 
and popped into fifth place at the mark. The first 
reach was fairly broad. Bruce Goldsmith sailed be-
low the rumb line and was ridden over by three 
boats. 

Positions stayed the same on the second leeward 
leg. Crane covered McIntosh loosely on the second 
weather leg. The wind was oscillating unpredictably 
with some real soft spots that were hard to see. 
Crane, McIntosh and Shore led in that order at the 
fourth mark followed by Buckley, Dressel, Roseber-
ry, Brush, Smither, Ruiter, McKinley, and Gold-
smith. Positions of the leaders remained basically 
the same on the next two reaches. Crane covered 
everyone well on the last buck to finish first fol-
lowed by McIntosh, Brush, Shore, Dressel, Buckley, 
Smither, Bill McKinley, Goldsmith, Roseberry and 
Ruiter. 

Tom Allen had had a bad first beat finishing 18th. 
First race winner Chuck Maltbie finished 27th. At 
this point defending Champion Jim Crane and John 
McIntosh were tied for first with six low points, 
followed by Alan Ruiter with 13, Bruce Goldsmith 
with 16 and Tom Allen and Jim Dressel tied with 21. 
Ruiter was disqualified at the evening protest meet-
ing for a port starboard infraction at the weather 
mark, and so dropped from contention. 

Third Race — August 23, 2:00 p.m. Winds in-

creased to 15-18 mph from the SW. It was becoming 
obvious that this regatta could be won with con-
sistent finishes, avoiding a tank race, since there 
were no throwouts. As in the morning race, the Com-
mittee set a perfect line. Lake Erie District Cham-
pion, Jay Hansen led at the weather mark, followed 
by Goldsmith, Schneider, Garry Demarest, Roseber-
ry, Allen, Ruiter, Jack Mueller, John Collins, and 
Jim Dressel. Crane was in 14th place, but pre-race 
co-leader, John McIntosh was way back. John sailing 
excellently the first leg, committed a foul while on 
port tack approaching the weather mark. By the time 
he completed his 720 he wound up last at the 
weather mark and finished 30th in the race. Mean-
while, Hansen took off like a bird on the two 
reaches and thereafter maintained his lead for a 
first place finish. Tom Allen, who moved up from 
sixth to second on the first reach, was second at the 
fourth mark, followed by Michigan's favorite and 
regatta co-chairman, Garry Demarest. Mueller 
moved up to fourth, followed by Goldsmith, Dressel, 
Schneider, and Crane, who had moved up on the close 
2nd reach. Positions remained basically the same on 
the next three legs with the top ten finishers as fol-
lows: Hansen, Allen, Demarest, Goldsmith, Mueller, 
Schneider, Crane, Shore, Dressel, and Newman. 

The fleet sailed in with the low point scores as 
follows: Crane - 13, Goldsmith - 20, Allen - 23, Dres-
sel - 30, Schneider - 33, Newman - 33, Mueller - 34, 
McIntosh - 36, Demarest - 36, Adams - 36. 

Fourth Race — August 24, 10:30 a.m. Winds SE 
and variable, 4-6 mph. After one general recall, the 
second start was called back as the wind had shifted 
south and the boats at the starboard end were lay-
ing the weather mark. The next start counted, with 
Crane and Allen at the right end and Goldsmith in 
the middle. Both sides of the course appeared fa-
vored from time to time. Crane and Mueller came in 
from the middle to round first and second, followed 
by Roseberry, Delorme, Adams, Fisher, Goldsmith, 
McIntosh, Smither and Dressel. Allen was 17th. The 
wind had shifted farther right (south) at the end 
of the weather leg so the first leeward leg was a run, 
with holes. Some boats, including Roseberry luffed 
up to protect their air and faded from the scene. 
Adams stayed low, picked up a few puffs, and got 
an inside overlap at the jibe mark, followed by 
Crane, Mueller, Dressel and veteran McIntosh who 
tacked flawlessly downwind to move from eighth 
to fifth. Dressel simply stayed patiently low, at the 
rumb line. Some of the leaders jibed their spin-
nakers, but the third leg was now a one legged port 
tack beat. During the ensuing commotion, Dressel 
worked high and sailed smartly into a first at the 
third mark, followed by Crane, Adams, Mueller, 
Goldsmith and Delorme. The major starboard shift 
held so the fourth leg was both a tight spinnaker 
reach and the last leg, as the Race Committee short-
ened course to assure they could start the 5th race 
by the 2:30 p.m. deadline. Dressel held his lead fol-

lowed by Crane, Adams, Delorme, Goldsmith, Muel-
ler, Maltbie, Smither, Andres Lisocki from Colom-
bia, McIntosh and Newman. Schneider and Demar-
est finished 19th and 26th respectively to drop out 
of contention. Low point leaders were Crane - 15, 
Goldsmith - 25, Dressel - 31, Adams - 39, Mueller - 
40, Allen, who never recovered and finished 21st in 
the 4th race - 44, Newman - 44, and McIntosh - 46. 

It looked as though defending Champion Jim 
Crane, the articulate graduate student from Con-
necticut, had the series locked-up. 

Fifth race — 1:30 p.m. The wind was dying at 
4 mph from the S-SE. Crane started near the Com-
mittee boat, to weather of Goldsmith, who was 
slightly down the line. Initially Jim looked to be 
in good shape. However, shortly after leaving the 
line still on starboard tack, Jim began to fall in be-
hind Bruce. Jim then tacked to port to clear his 
air. After taking the short port tack, he came back 
on starboard to cover Bruce. Shortly thereafter, Jim 
was tacked on by a few boats. He worked right again 
to clear his air. The next time he came back on star-
board tack he ended up in bad air once again. Jim 
took one or two more port tacks, still working to 
starboard to clear his air. Meanwhile, about half 
way up the beat, the wind backed to port. Bruce was 
towards the left side of the course, tacked to port 
in clear air, and rode the lift to arrive first at the  

weather mark. He was followed by Mueller, Allen, 
Maltbie, Jim Neville, Hansen, McIntosh, Cramer, Li-
socki, and McKinley. Dressel was 15th and Crane 
in serious trouble in 24th. The wind continued to 
drop, backing slightly more to the east. The first lee-
ward leg was a tight reach, followed by a dead down-
wind, semi-drift second leeward leg. Crane was still 
back in the twenties in a pack of boats which went 
high on the 3rd leg, only to end up drifting to the 
leeward mark. No way for Jim to catch up with 
the 30 degree counter-clockwise shift holding. The 
fourth (final) leg was a long port tack beat, with 
only a short starboard tack required to lay the fin-
ish. Mueller sneaked by Goldsmith, who was being 
very conservative, making no mistakes. The race was 
finished at the 4th mark as follows: Mueller, Gold-
smith, Maltbie, Allen, Hansen, McIntosh, Lisocki, 
Neville, Cramer and Dressel. Crane finished 21st. 

Bruce Goldsmith, who had won the '73 World 
Championship at Buffalo the previous week, now 
was also the 1973 North American Champion. Con-
gratulations to Bruce for a flawless series and his 
fine crew Peter Bone and Frank Flaherty. Jim 
Crane, defending champion, was runner-up. He sailed 
four great races; not bad for an amateur. Congratu-
lations to his crew Al O'Donnell (Fat Albert) and 
George Bergantz. Jack Mueller finished 3rd over-
all, Jim Dressel fourth and Tom Allen 5th.

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PRESIDENT'S CUP 1973 
by Georges Peter 

In a tightly contested series in which five differ-
ent boats either challenged or led, Steve Harper of 
Lake Winnipesaukee, New Hampshire, Fleet 246, 
captured the 1973 President's Cup at the North 
American Championship on Tawas Bay. At times 
Harper sailed brilliantly, particularly in light air 
where he demonstrated repeatedly an uncanny eye 
for lifts and puffs, but in the final analysis (as so 
often is the case in big fleets), his consistency 
proved the determining factor. Crewing for Harper 
were Al Posnack, a former Lightning skipper and 
also from Laconia, N.H., and Kurt King who was 
a sailing instructor this summer between his sopho-
more and junior years at Middlebury College. Steve, 
who is a forester at White Mountain National For-
est, for several years held a similar job about thirty 
miles from Tawas, and was a classmate of Bruce 
Goldsmith of the University of Michigan. His re-
turn to Michigan was indeed a triumphant one. 

After the qualifying races, Harper together with 
Marcy Lippincott and Bob Buckup had just missed 
the Blue Fleet by one point. Steve, who crewed in 
the winning boat in last year's President Cup and 
was skippering for the first time in the North 
Americans, wasted no time in establishing himself 
in the Green Fleet. In the first race, sailed in very 
different conditions from those of the preceding 
day, Harper played the seemingly unpredictable, 
light (6-8 mph), shifting southerly to perfection on 
the first leg. Some boats from either side of the 
course made out well, indicating the importance of 
getting in phase with the shifts. Harper led at the 
weather mark and the next two, followed by Mal-
colm, Ruhlman, and Blair. Upwind the second time, 
however, Harper sailed into a dead spot, allowing 
Bernie Malcolm from Dayton, Ohio to take the lead. 
On the next downwind leg, Ruhlman also picked up 
Harper. The sixth leg by this time had become a 
tight reach and many boats doused their chutes at 
the jibe mark. Harper kept his flying and initially 
fell way below the mark and seemingly lost another 
few boats. However, the wind backed long enough for 
him to get up and even gain slightly on those who 
did not fly their chutes for all or most of the leg. 
On the final beat with the breeze veering again 
10-15° and dying, Malcolm kept out of trouble to win 
and Harper picked up Ruhlman, as did Blair. Be-
hind these four were Sipel, "Bud" Jones, Buckup, 
Penfield, Low-Beer and Meira. The final leg resulted 
in numerous changes of position; those on the "in-
side of the wheel" of the shift did not necessarily 
make out best, as the breeze was full of holes. The 
decision by the Race Committee to postpone the sec-
ond race until the next day was obviously a popular 
one. 

Thursday finally provided the predicted Tawas 
breeze, a southerly with a good chop that began SE 
10-14 mph and for the second race was 15-18 SW. 
In the first race, Georges Peter got clear air in the 
middle of the line, worked out well on starboard  

tack before going across on the long port hitch to 
the favored side of the course, and was never 
crossed. Malcolm and Potter followed at the weather 
mark. Harper was in the top ten and gained steadily 
on the reaches, getting as high as fifth at one point 
before dropping back on the beats. Peter won hand-
ily, followed by Malcolm, Wardwell, Potter, Pugh and 
Jacobson. In the next five finishers in this Presi-
dent's Cup race were getiring ILCA President "Bud" 
Jones (8) and the popular ex-President Arnie 
Schwartz (7) of Ethel-Baby fame. At this point Mal-
colm led the regatta followed by Harper, Jones, Peter 
and Wardwell. Frederico Meira of Argentina also 
was in the battle, but a port-starboard infraction in 
that race led to his disqualification that evening and 
eventually cost him a series second. 

In the second race of the day, Marcy Lippincott 
started at the leeward end of the line and gradually 
worked into the lead on a long starboard tack out to 
sea. He led at the first and every subsequent mark to 
win easily. The battle in this race was for second. 
At the weather mark behind "Uncle Marcy" were 
Low-Beer, Ballatin, Ruhlman, Peter, Harper, and 
Meira, in that approximate order. On the reaches, 
no major changes occurred but Harper was obviously 
moving very well. On the second beat Meira cranked 
into high gear and caught a nice westerly slant to 
move into the top five by the fifth leg. The sixth 
leg had become a tight reach and some boats had 
trouble with their chutes. Those who did not, includ-
ing Meira and Harper, made out "like bandits." Har-
per went from seventh to third and Meira moved into 
second on that leg. On the final beat, Ballatin picked 
up both to finish sceond behind Lippincott, followed 
by Meira, Low-Beer, Ruhlman, Konantz, Harper, 
Peter, Wasserberger, and "Papa John" Mueller. Ko-
nantz took advantage of a battle between Harper 
and Peter at the finish to nip both. 

The Race Committee elected to try for two races 
the next day rather than go for three in one day. 
So as the boats headed toward the T.B.Y.C. Thurs-
day afternoon, with two races to go, Harper (102)i 
had moved into the lead, with Peter (97), Lippin-
cott (93), Ruhlman (92), Ballantin (92), and Ward-
well (90) still very much in contention. Bernie Mal-
colm's disastrous third race had dropped him into a 
tie for tenth. 

Friday dawned bright and clear, but with a light 
northerly that promised further changes in the 
standings. The fourth race was started in a 4-6 mph 
northerly. Harper dug himself out of a hole at the 
favored (and crowded) weather end of the line to 
find a nice starboard lift and first place at the 
weather mark. The breeze continued to veer toward 
the east and turned the second leg into a run. The 
boats that went high, including Harper who got 
trapped by covering the nearest boats, lost signifi-
cantly. Ruhlman sailed the middle to come from 18th 
to first at the second mark. The third leg by this 
time had become a beat and the fourth leg a tight 
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reach. With the light breeze and the Regatta time 
limit approaching, the R.C. shortened the course to 
four legs. Ruhlman won easily followed by Meira, 
Penfield, Buckup, Wasserberger, Jorch, Wardwell, 
Malcolm, Ballatin, and Harper. 

Entering the final race, Harper (132) held a one 
point lead over Ruhlman (131). Ballatin (123), 
Wardwell (123), and Lippincott (120) still could win 
if both leaders tanked. 

The final race was started in a light southerly. 
Former North American Champion (1959) Herm 
Nickels went east immediately on a long starboard 
tack and was perfectly positioned for the 5-10 0  
easterly slant that finally replaced the oscillating 
shifts. Nickels led at the first mark and all the way 
around the shortened course to win convincingly. 
He was followed by Buckup, Blair and Dave Fitch 
who came from 8th to 4th on the first reach. 

The race for the cup was being contested further 
back. At the weather and first jibe mark, Ruhlman 
in approximately tenth place and near Ballatin and 
Lippincott, was in command as Harper was buried 
in 35th. The wind died, however, on the third leg 
except for a slight breeze inshore and scattered 
wisps elsewhere. Ruhlman with Lippincott, among 
others, went high after jibing and never recovered 
when the breeze died completely. Ballatin stayed in 
the middle and picked up a few places, but Harper 
by skillfully playing each puff to its maximum came 
down the middle to pick up 21 boats, including Ruhl-
man. On that same leg Tryg Jacobson who jibed 
back to starboard to get the breeze inshore before

heading for the mark passed 10-15 boats and fin-
ished the race fifth. 

On the 4th and final leg, the breeze filled in from 
the east and no dramatic changes occurred on this 
tight reach — near beat. Steve Harper finished 11th 
to capture the 1973 President's Cup. John "Buck" 
Ballatin was series' runner-up, followed by Jon Ruhl-
man, William Konantz and Georges Peter. 

Congratulations to Steve and his outstanding crew 
of Al Posnack (jib) and Kurt Kling (spinnaker).

In conclusion, one can say that Tawas Bay pro-
vided its share of excitement, challenge, and good 
times (both on and off the water). Each North 
Americans is a unique and exhilarating experience 
which brings sailors back year after year, and Tawas 
was no exception. Buck Ballatin has been coming 
for years and Jon Ruhlman had qualified for the 
championship division in previous N.A.'s six times, 
but neither had taken home silverware before. Hope-
fully, gas rationing won't deny 1974 district quali-
fiers the opportunity to participate in this wonder-
ful event in a great class. Steve Harper and Hoot.

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GOVERNOR'S CUP 1973 
by Robert H. Thomas 

As we arrived at the weather mark in umpteenth 
place, my crew turned around and posed a penetrat-
ing question: "Where did all these hot shots come 
from? I thought we would win the Governor's Cup 
in a walk!" Indeed, we had sailed well in the first 
two qualifying races — possibly well enough for the 
Championship flight, and certainly well enough to be 
near the top of the qualifiers for the President's 
Cup. However, an unfortunate dismasting in the 
third qualifying race gave us a DNF and a DNS 
and a berth in the Governor's Cup. We were con-
soled by the belief that we were only unlucky, and 
with our new mast we would clearly show them we 
were the best. 

It was not that way, however. Almost everyone 
in the Governor's Cup was a great sailor in his (or 
her) own right. You think these are the folks that 
don't know port from starboard? Think again! 
These were hot shots themselves, 'most every one. 
Cal Schmiege and his crew, the eventual winners, 
had sixty years of combined sailing experience, but 
they had had two capsizes in two qualifying races. 
Second place winner, Mark Bryant, had just come 
back from the Sears Cup competition, where he had 
been national runner up. He, also, had lost a mast 
in an early qualifying race. Charles Schreck, Regat-
ta Chairman and former ILCA President, sailing 
on his home waters, was in this group also, usually 
out in front. Then there was Dr. John S. McIntosh 
in a brand new gray boat with 32 years of winning 
in Lightnings. No, sir! This group was no push-over 
at all. 

This first race was sailed in a light 8 m.p.h. 
breeze from the southeast. Mark Bryant had a 
bad start, but stayed to the left side of the course 
and tacked on the wind shifts to arrive first at the 
weather mark. George Shapiro had a good start at 
the boat end, stayed on starboard tack to the left 
side of the course arriving at the weather mark in 
company with Hugh Hutchison. Bill Babel was 
fourth with Bob Jeffcott seventh and Cal Schmiege 
tenth. The race committee had set a good course and 
the spinnakers flew nicely with Bryant holding his 
lead. Shapiro went low, obtained an overlap at the 
jibe mark and moved into second place. On the 
second windward leg, Bryant increased his lead. 
Shapiro and Jeffcoat again went to the left side of 
the course and arrived at the windward mark in 
second and third place, respectively. Babel's rudder 
popped out and he lost a few boats. The next leg was 
a run, with positions and spaces held. Bryant was 
moving so well, however, that he overtook several 
boats in the green fleet. Schmiege sailed a good last 
weather leg to finish fourth behind Bryant, Shapiro 
and Jeffcott. Going into the last leg, Bud Huffman 
was in fourteenth place with no one close behind. 
When those immediately ahead of him went to the 
right side, he went way up the left side of the 
course. About 300 yards from the finish, a port tack 
lift brought him across the finish line with a re-
markable come-back at eighth place. 

The calm seas and light winds of this day, how-
ever, vanished. All that night the wind blew out of 
the south, and most of Lake Huron and Saginaw 
Bay were crashing and rolling into Tawas Bay the 
next morning. The wind moderated, however, and 
was 12 to 15 miles per hour from the south. Bill 
Babel jumped out to a nice lead in this race, starting 
at the port end of the line and heading to the left 
side of the course, followed by Tim Dickey and 
Steve Thomas. Bryant played the shifts and went 
up the middle, while Ray Nelson went over to the 
right side of the course and came in on a starboard 
tack, all of which proving that it didn't make any 
difference which side of the course you took if you 
had good boat speed which the rest of us didn't. 
Bryant started his come-back on the two reaches and 
caught two boats. Meanwhile, Bill Babel was having 
trouble with a spinnaker halyard and his brother 
Tom had to climb the mast to put it back through 
the block. By the second beat, Dickey was in first 
place, followed by Babel, Bryant, Nelson and Steve 
Thomas. Bryant moved well on the spinnaker 
reaches again with great spinnaker work by his 
crew, Katie Coleman. Dickey had trouble, however, 
and Babel moved into first. On the last leg it was 
a duel between Bryant and Babel. Approaching the 
finish, Bryant was on starboard with Babel on port. 
Babel said he thought he was ahead, but was only 
fifteen of the nineteen feet ahead, thereby neces-
sitating a 720° turn, allowing Bryant to take first, 
Nelson second, Babel third, Dickey fourth and 
Thomas fifth. Cal Schmiege was in ninth place 
which was destined to be his worst of the series. 

Without a lunch break, the next race started im-
mediately in slightly stronger but similar wind and 
wave conditions. With two firsts, Bryant was in a 
commanding lead, with Bill Babel and Robert Jeff-
cott eight points behind. Tom Green played the first 
weather leg right and led at the first mark fol-
lowed by R. W. Richards and Bud Huffman. Bryant 
was in the tank at 11th, Schmiege 12th and Babel 
15th. Bud Huffman sailed great spinnaker legs and 
moved into first place. Bryant, way behind, passed 
seven boats on the reaches to get back into conten-
tion. The leaders faded and Bryant and Huffman 
dueled for first place, which Bryant took on the sec-
ond windward leg, and held to the end. Schmiege 
moved up on this leg also and was fifth at the 
windward mark. Babel made his come-back on the 
second spinnaker reaches to be eighth at the last lee-
ward mark. Approaching the finish, Babel took ad-
vantage of a 25° wind shift to pick up four boats 
and a fourth place finish. Bryant, Huffman and 
Schmiege had taken first, second and third and 
Green nailed down a fifth. 

And so dear reader, with three races sailed, and 
only two to go, Mark Bryant had three firsts, Babel 
was 11 points behind and Schmiege was 13 points 
behind. Can anyone stop Bryant? 

For the final day of the North Americans, Tawas 
Bay was smooth and the winds were a light six

miles per hour easterly shifting to the south. The 
winds had been shifty all morning and the other 
fleets had to be recalled and restarted. Babel was out 
in front of the fleet. No wonder! He was over early 
at the start. After finally realizing the mistake, he 
sailed back to the starting line under spinnaker 
and started six minutes late. Bill Beard, on the oth-
er hand, having been most unspectacular in three 
races, found the fourth to his liking. After starting 
about a third of the way down from the committee 
boat, he stayed on starboard tack with clear air. 
Beard took only two tacks and arrived at the first 
mark with a fifty-five second lead over Hal Dutton 
and Leonard Tiedemann. Schmiege was in fifth and 
Bryant sixth. The second leg was a dead run and 
Beard held his lead while Schmiege moved into 
second. Bryant was approaching the mark in fourth 
place when the boat ahead denied him buoy room 
and he struck the mark. Bryant put up his flag and 
rerounded the mark in the light air and a crowded 
fleet. Although he later won the protest, the event 
had cost him many valuable minutes and moved 
him back in the pack. The third leg had become a 
beat. Beard and Schmiege held their positions, 
while Tom Hudgens and Robert Crowder moved into 
contention, and Bryant tried to fight back. But there 
wasn't enough time for Bryant to make his come-
back since the race was shortened to four legs, and 
the fourth leg became a spinnaker run. Positions 
held with Beard, Schmiege, Dutton, Hudgens and 
Crowder finishing in that order and Bryant taking  

a devastating 17th. 
Suddenly Calvin Schmiege had taken a two point 

lead over Bryant and was the man to beat, but he 
couldn't be beaten. The wind was very light by this 
time and Schmiege started at the pin as did Babel, 
Crowder and Hudgens. Hudgens took a dramatic 
port tack across the entire fleet. Schmiege stayed 
on starboard with Bryant a little to leeward. Crowd-
er tacked and played the shifts to arrive first at 
the windward mark. Schmiege covered Bryant with 
Dean Cady between them. Bob Thomas was fifth. 
The spinnaker reach was tight and the wind was 
light, as Crowder and Schmiege dueled for the lead. 
Schmiege took it and then lost it but Cady hung on 
to third place. Bob Thomas moved into fourth. 
Again, the race was shortened due to the light winds. 
On the fourth and final leg, Bryant passed Thomas 
to finish behind Crowder, Schmiege and Cady and 
it was all over. 

Calvin Schmiege won the Governor's Cup without 
ever having won a race, but by being Mr. Consist-
ency. Cal credits his success to his crew, Don Evert 
and Bob Starck. Mark Bryant finished in second 
place, due in no small measure to his able crew, 
Katie Coleman and Jack Quigley. Hugh Hutchison 
sailed consistently for third place followed by Bud 
Huffman in fourth and Robert Crowder fifth, and 
lots of people nipping at his transom. 

If anyone doubts the quality of sailing in the 
Governor's Cup, he should have sailed against that 
bunch at Tawas.

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THE 1973 EUROPEAN CHAMPIONSHIP 
by L. G. Hammar, with race detail

The European Championship 1973 was held, as is 
known, at Anzio, Italy, about 40 kilometers to the 
south of Rome, on the Mediterranean, July 15-21, 
1973. I trailed my Lightning Rio-Rita II, 9436, 
through Europe (via Sweden, Denmark, Germany, 
Switzerland and Italy) and over the Alps, about 
4000 kilometers. It was a long hot and interesting 
journey. My crew was composed of my brother Har-
ry Hammar and my "old" friend Simo Koski. The 
first contact with our local Italian hosts was made 
on the motorway just before Rome when an Italian 
Lightning sailor stopped our caravan and welcomed 
us to the games. 

We had visited Anzio before, for the European 
Championships of 1969, in which we also had parti-
cipated. Thus, we found our way well through the 
narrow streets to the Sailing Club of Rome (Circolo 
della Vela di Roma) and to its attractive harbor. 
There we met our Finnish friends, S. Landomaki 
and his crew for the other Finnish Lightning, Fan-
ny II 10057, as well as many other Lightning skip-
pers. 

On Sunday, the seventh, we made our old fine 
"wooden box" ready to sail, were measured in, and 
attended the flag ceremonies and the skippers meet-
ing. The flags of the following countries were hoist-
ed: Italy, Greece, Germany, Switzerland and Fin-
land. Altogether there were 22 participants. We es-
pecially admired the new beautiful Lightnings of the 
Swiss. Alexander Andreadis and his Krinis IV was 
one of those we felt could win the Championship. We 
could not think anything of our chances. We had 
sailed together only once that summer, though we 
have sailed together for several years. Also, the 
Champion of Italy was chosen based on this series. 
On Sunday evening, the competitors with their com-
pany were assembled at the Welcome Party in the 
club. 

On Monday, the first race was sailed. The morning 
was hot, and without any wind. The weather stayed 
almost the same for the whole week. In the morning 
there was no wind at all but around the noon the 
wind would begin to rise to about 2 Beauforts. The 
schedule called for only one start every day at 
12 :30 p.m. The trip to the racing area took about 
40 minutes. Of course, the first race was the most 
interesting because it gave the first indications of 
the final standings. Alexander Andreadis finished 
first by a substantial margin and Hammer succeeded 
in taking second. The well known Italian skipper 
Guido Tulli was third with his Kalimero VI. H. K. 
Rahn from Switzerland was fourth. 

On Tuesday, with conditions similar to the pre-
vious day, the Swiss ultimately had cause to rejoice 
as H. K. Rahn overtook Andreadis on the last beat, 
and after a fierce tacking duel, won the race. Ham-
mar was never out of contention in this race, and  

still could have won it going into the last leg. He 
didn't, however, and at the end was even nosed out 
by Tulli. 

The third race was started in winds of 24 to 27 
mph. Andreadis was first to the weather mark, fol-
lowed by Rahn, Tulli, and Domenici. The second time 
to weather, Domenici moved up to second as Rahn 
dropped to third. On this same leg, Hammar passed 
Tulli to move into fourth. The last time to weather, 
Domenici kept on coming to move into first at the 
finish, as Andreadis faded to fourth, leaving Rahn 
in second and Hammar in third. 

Thursday's race was sailed in light shifty air. 
Andreadis and Tulli had a battle for first all the way 
up the first leg, with Andreadis just barely getting 
around the weather mark in first. Tulli had a dis-
astrous second weather leg, losing both Rahn and 
S. Ravagnani, only to come right back, the last time 
to weather, almost nipping Andreadis, who led all 
the way. Meanwhile, Rahn fell back to seventh, leav-
ing third to J. Hess, and fourth to P. Grandguil-
laume. This turned out to be Hammar's throw out, 
as he finished tenth. 

In the evening, everyone attended a garden party 
arranged by Marie Mainini and Adriana Minetti-
Domenici. We all had a wonderful time in the warm, 
dark, Italian night. 

The fifth race really shook up the standings. At 
the first mark, it was Domenici, Hess, Grandguil-
laume, and Ravagnani. Andreadis buried in the mid-
dle of the fleet and could only get back to tenth by

the finish. Meanwhile, Hammar, who was also way 
back at the first mark, put on a tremendous charge 
and finally moved into first on the last weather leg, 
to win the race. Domenici held on to second, Hess 
third, and Grandguillaume fourth. 

Needing a good final race to win the series, Ham-
mar had the best. He was first at the weather mark 
and never passed. Meanwhile, Andreadis had to 
come from behind to take a third to Rahn, who was 
second. The result of this last race was truly extra-
ordinary. Hammar and Andreadis had identical fin-
ishes for the regatta, with or without a throw-out 
(1, 1, 2, 3, 4, 10), and moreover, they had each 
beaten the other three times. 

Therefore, Andreadis and Hammar were declared 
European Co-Champions, and there was no runner-
up. In third was H. K. Rahn, fourth was Guido Tul-
li, followed by P. Grandguillaume. Guido Tulli was 
the top Italian, and was declared Italian Champion. 

After the series it was time to pack Rio-Rita II 
once again on the trailer to wait for a journey 
back to home. The Italian District and the Circolo 
della Vela di Roma were hospitable. The series was 
very well arranged. The service of the Club was of 
high standard. We always had a program for the 
evening and the rest was taken care of by pictures-
que Anzio with its oyster market and fish restaur-
ants. On Sunday evening we received our prizes and 
trophies in the Club. We made a sad farewell to our 
hosts and the other Lightning sailors using the 
motto: next year in Greece.

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THE CANADIAN OPEN LIGHTNING 
CHAMPIONSHIP AT CORK '73

CORK was the last regatta of this summer's 
three big ones, and this year incorporated the Ca-
nadian Open Lightning Championship. After sailing 
in the other two (World's and North American's), 
we just could not miss it. So Friday, August 24 at 
night we left Tawas, following TIZ-TAZ and FIN-
NESSE, doubledecked and hitched to Bill Shore's 
and Andres Lisocki's brand new rented camper. 
After missing the camper at one turn, Mary Jane 
and I decided to continue the rest of the trip by 
ourselves. I guess the feeling of following others 
transoms made us look for another way to get to 
Kingston (and maybe beat them). As it usually hap-
pens, there was only one fast way to get there, and 
when we arrived they were already moored. Any-
way, we stoped in Toronto and had a wonderful time 
at the Ontario Science Center. 

The Lightnings, together with the Solings and 
Tempests were moored just outside Kingston, at the 
Grain Elevators, and sailing from there to the course 
assigned to us did not take too much time, a half 
hour at the most. We were lucky about this, consid-
ering that the 470's and Flying Dutchmen had to 
sail 9 miles to the starting line every morning and 
9 miles back after finishing. 

The practice race on Saturday was won by Eu-
gene Walet, from New Orleans. On Sunday morn-
ing, the early activity of the Soling and Tempest 
sailors woke us up (we were camping close to the 
boats) and by the time we were done with break-
fast they were all gone. I am sure that even with 
that early start some of them just got to the start-
ing line on time. Their racing course was the farth-
est outside Kingston Bay. 

For our first race the wind was light, from the 
southeast. The expected heavy air that "always 
blows at CORK" was not there, and it did not come 
for the other races either. Fireballs and OK ding-
hies sailed the same Olympic Course with us, and 
were already sailing all over the place when we got 
there. Around 70 Fireballs, 40 Lightnings and 20 
OK dinghies made quite a crowd before the starts, 
and sometimes after. 

The Fireballs started first, and you could see 
most of the lightning sailors watching them care-
fully at the starting line and half up the weather 
leg. The Fireballs' starting signal was our warning 
gun, insuring that, with the light air, the Lightnings 
soon would catch up with the Fireball Fleet. 

Walet had a great start at the favoured leeward 
end and going to the right hand side of the course 
he was in the lead all the way. But was DSQ'd for 
fouling another boat at the start. Have the best 
start, but also take the risk. Bill Newman won the 
race, followed by Bill Shore, David Penfield, George 
Wootten, and Don Delorme. As for ourselves, that 
was our throw-out race (we hoped), after finishing  

29. This could have been prevented by reading the 
weather forecast posted every morning on the bulle-
tin board, As it read that morning, the wind was 
expected to go 30 degrees to the right, approxi-
mately at the same time we were going all the way 
to the left in the second beat. Needless to say, we 
did not miss a weather report thereafter, and they 
generally proved to be very accurate. 

For the second race the wind was light again, SW 
direction, pin end favored at the start. Eugene Wal-
et, who by that time had shown that he was one 
of the guys to look for, took the best start again and 
went to the right. Penfield, also with a good start 
and right hand beat, got to the weather mark in 
2nd place, after Walet. Following them were Jay 
Hansen, George Wooten and Peter Sulman. We 
rounded 7th, followed by Bill Shore, who, obviously, 
did not have a super beat. Positions during the race 
did not change too much during the next legs, until 
the end of the run, when the wind started to pick 
up. Then all the Lightnings and Fireballs got to-
gether and had lots of fun up the last weather leg. 
Walet lost his lead to David Penfield who won, and 
to Dick Hallagan who finished 2nd, making his way 
up from a 10th place he had had when rounding the 
first mark. 4th was Jay Hansen, then Wootten, 
Meira, Share and Sulman, who lost some ground 
when it started to blow. 

With the forecasted wind light to medium and not 
very steady, coming from the N, we got ready for 
the third race. The weather forecast said also that 
eventually the wind was going to come from the 
West to NW. This time our start was some 15 min-
utes after the Fireballs, and again the leeward end 
was favored. Shore made the best start and got 
ahead of the fleet. As the wind was coming from 
the land, rounding the first mark which was close 
to shore, was not easy. Except for Bill Shore, who 
rounded first, I guess every other boat gained or 
lost a few places just before the weather mark. Be-
hind Finnesse, was Walet, then Macy Nelson (who 
had a 9th and a 10th in the other two races), Andres 
Lisocki, Don Delorme, Matt Bryant and Dick Hal-
lagan. We were one of those boats gaining and losing, 
and at the mark, losing, we rounded around thir-
tieth, followed by Jay Hansen, who had no better 
luck. 

At the beginning of the run the wind put all the 
Fireballs and Lightnings close to each other again, 
and at the leeward mark there wer all kinds of in-
cidents, which ended in Lightnings protesting Fire-
balls and vice versa. Hallagan rounded that mark 
2nd to Bill Shore, and lost 2 boats just before the 
finishing line. The winner was Bill, who sailed at 
his best in that shifty wind, following were Nel-
son, Walet, Hallagan, Michael Pearl, Carl Schmiege 
and Lisocki. We recovered some and finished 11. 
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Jay came up and finished 13. Something to look for 
in every race were the weeds, there were plenty of 
them, which made for a very good excuse if your 
speed was not too good during the race. 

After the races there was a big tent at the King-
ston Yacht Club where you could dance, drink and 
have a good time. We also had fun by going to 
where the FD's, 470's and Finn's were kept, to 
watch them arrive, just before sunset. One of them 
was Tom Allen who was sailing his FD with Bill 
Bergantz. Another place where we spent some time, 
not as relaxing, was where the protest hearings 
were held, at Queen's University. We were one of 
those Lightnings protesting Lightnings protesting 
Fireballs. Also Andres had a hearing after the third 
race, a situation that involved him, Matt Bryant 
and Don Delorme. Each one protested the other, and 
we waited with Andres until 11 o'clock that night 
when the Protest Committee came out with their 
decision, Delorme was DSQ. Wednesday at 11:00 
was the start for the fourth race, this time the 
Fireballs were all gone, and hopefully there was no 
chance for us to catch them. The wind was around 
5 miles an hour, SW. As it favored again the lee-
ward end, there was a good size crowd trying to get 
the best start. Shore was part of that crowd, keep-
ing one eye on Walet, knowing that he was also go-
ing for that best spot at the line and for the first 
place in the Regatta. Both had lousy starts, but 
Walet took the worst part. He fouled a boat along 
the line and retired afterwards. It was too bad to 
hear this after the race, which was won by Macy 
Nelson, followed by Don Delorme, Shore, George  

Wootten (leading at this point among the Canadi-
ans) and Dick Hallagan. 

That night we had to wait again for our fellow 
camper Andres who was having another round at 
the Protest hearings. There was a Soling sailor 
who together with Andres were regular customers 
and knew the jury by their first names. 

Coming into the fifth race, Bill was leading by 
8.6 points over Macy Nelson who was ahead of Dick 
Hallagan by .3. All these figures could be promptly 
known after each race, thanks to Queen's computer-
ized position sheets, available at the Kingston YC. 
They had figured out already each position, counting 
and not counting the worst race to the moment. A 
very helpful service. 

For the fifth race we had the best winds of the 
week, coming from the SW at 10 to 15 miles an 
hour. By this time mostly everybody knew more 
or less facts about the race course like looking for 
weeds and going all the way to the left to get some 
fresh wind first, or looking for weeds and staying 
to the right, which was a place to go that you could 
trust mostly all the time. The heavier wind made 
for some differences in speed, that gave Bill Shore 
the lead of the Regatta, after winning the race. In 
2nd place came Bill Newman, 3rd was Jay Hansen, 
now challenging George Wootten for the first place 
among the Canadians. Following them were Eugene 
Walet, Macy Nelson and George Wootten. Dick Hal-
lagan, among others had a DSQ, and Andres Lisocki 
had a T.O. (Tip Over), that won me a bottle of wine 
after the Regatta was over, ending a personal South 
American dispute that we had. In the evening there 
was the "Sailors Banquet" for the Lightning, 470, 
Tornado, Finn and OK Classes. 

The sixth and final race started with light air, 
which by the end of the fourth leg got even lighter. 
Shore was ahead rounding the leeward mark after 
the run, with Walet, Nelson, Penfield, Newman, 
Hansen, Meira and Sulman behind. As usual, mostly 
everyone went to the right or stayed towards that 
side of the course. In the middle of the beat a new 
wind started to come in from the left and positions 
between boats started to change all over. Peter Sul-
man and Jay Hansen, who went the most to the left. 
and got the wind first, crossed the finishing line 
1st and 2nd. Bill Shore crossed 3rd, David Penfield 
4th, Macy Nelson 5th, Russel Scrim 6th. Again we 
were caught on the wrong side of the beat and as 
we sailed towards the end, Mary Jane, Jimmy Ber-
gantz and myself watched sadly as 18 boats man-
aged to cross ahead of us. 

The Trophy presentation was held in the after-
noon at the MacDonald Park. Bill and Bonnie Shore 
together with Larry MacDonald won the gold med-
als and the other first prize trophies, as the winners 
of the Canadian Open. Second overall was Macy 
Nelson, who sailed very consistently. Third and best 
Canadian boat was Jay Hansen. 4th and 5th were 
Bill Newman and Dick Hallagan, respectively. Know-
ing that this was our last regatta among our very 
good North American friends for at least two years, 
Mary Jane and I were much sad as we said goodbye. 
As I write this article here in Barcelona and recall 
all the good moments, experiences and unforgettable 
friends I have made during the years sailing in the 
Lightning Class, I wonder about next summer. Any-
body for starting a Lightning Fleet in Spain?

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CREW TRAINING 
by Jim Carson 

Many skippers have become discouraged and have 
lost interest in racing because of their inability to 
get a good crew and/or to keep a crew more than 
one race or regatta. Of course, the ideal situation 
is to find an experienced and proven crew who needs 
little or no instruction and can, in fact, often in-
struct a less experienced skipper. However, since 
there never seem to be enough experienced crews to 
go around, we are left with a choice of not racing, 
or of developing our own crews from inexperienced 
personnel. From my own experience, I believe there 
is no such thing as a crew shortage if you are willing 
to enlist inexperienced personnel and train them. 
Having subscribed to and practiced this theory for 
some twenty-five years with moderate success, let's 
take a look at some ideas which seem to work. 

Of many elements that go into crew training, per-
haps the most important is to establish and devel-
op those psychological factors which make for a hap-
py and relaxed relationship between skipper and 
crew. Start with the premise that sailing is fun, 
keep a relaxed atmosphere, avoid outbursts of tem-
per and be patient. If you're going to train a crew  

with little or no experience, remember that you 
will have to be a teacher, that your pupil or pupils 
will have to be instructed. They may not know 
when, or even how, to perform even simple opera-
tions such as trimming the jib or moving about in 
the boat. It is the skipper's job to instruct, coach, 
and encourage. If you keep these important points 
in mind you will build confidence and enthusiasm 
and be well on your way toward developing a good 
crew. 

As a teacher, communication becomes most impor-
tant. A good teacher will not only explain what he 
wants done and, hopefully, how to do it, but why. 
For example, "sit to leeward" becomes "let's sit to 
leeward so we lean the boat a little and let gravity 
help keep the sails filled." The more a skipper can 
tell the crew about the race, the more involved the 
crew will become. Above all, try to anticipate what's 
going to happen next, what the crew will need to do 
next, what to expect. Go over the various operations 
to be performed before they occur as well as while 
they're going on. In this way, the crew can ask 
questions ahead of time if he or she doesn't under- 
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stand a certain operation. Encourage and consider 
suggestions. Maybe the crew will see a better way 
to do something. If possible, try it his way — but 
if it doesn't work, be sure to enforce your position 
as "captain." If you've built a good relationship, the 
skipper's commands should present no problems. 
Nevertheless, a good relationship dictates an open 
mind and a willingness to discuss and consider var-
ious alternate methods of operating the boat. 

The actual performance of duties is perhaps the 
least important element of crew training. If you have 
chosen a crew who is reasonably intelligent and 
agile, established good rapport and communication, 
actual performance becomes a matter of practice. 
Repeating an operation either on the race course, 
on the way to the race, or in special practice ses-
sions will perfect the various routines. Stress team-
work, assign duties, point out the skipper's duties, 
and participate where practical. A crew can get 
pretty discouraged if he feels he's the skipper's  

slave and must operate the entire boat while the 
skipper simply wiggles the tiller. The Lightning, 
as many other boats, is only sailed successfully when 
three people operate together as a team. Be sure to 
review and correct mistakes as soon after they 
happen as possible. Analyze what went wrong, dis-
cuss why and what action needs to be taken to 
avoid repetition. 

What about practice sessions? Sometimes, yes, 
but my own experience tells me that "on the job" 
training is far superior to synthetic situations and 
should be avoided except to improve particularly 
troublesome problems. Practice sessions are boring 
but can be made more interesting if you can persu-
ade another crew to go out and scratch with you. 

So, you want a good crew? Start with an en-
thusiastic novice, work on the psychological factors, 
communicate, teach, be patient and you too can 
develop a "professional" crew. 

MISTAKES WIN REGATTAS... FOR OTHERS

At the Worlds and North Americans a large per-
centage of the skippers were able to develop the 
speed necessary to win. Although we had a few 
sensational races on Snoopy during these two series, 
it certainly was our lack of a super tube job in 
any race that insured our victories. This article will 
discuss the mistakes made by various competitors 
including myself. I will use names in hopes that it 
will be more vivid in people's minds and can be cor-
related with the actual stories of the series. I sure 
hope everyone named will realize that they are being 
used as the example of the same mistake made by 
many others, but that more people will remember 
the same situations using names of the better skip-
pers. Also keep in mind that tactical decisions that 
may have had merely a 50-50 chance of success can 
be labelled superb if they work and mistakes if they 
fail. 

In the first race of the Worlds, Bill Cramer pulled 
off a spectacular port tack start, crossed the fleet, 
but was not among the leaders at the weather mark. 
His error was that he ended up being nearly the 
furthest right and didn't need to be. Even a 200 
yard tack back to starboard would have put him 
directly in front of the middle of the fleet where 
he could have tolerated a shift in either direction. 
The wind continued to the left which it really wasn't 
supposed to do in Buffalo, but the lack of consolidat-
ing his super start and possibly losing a little of 
the lead to be safe, cost Bill a high finish in the  

race. 
In some ways this was more bad luck than any-

thing, since the opposite situation occurs most often 
when the leeward end of the starting line is favored. 
Keep in mind that the leeward end is often favored 
due to a shift to the left just before the gun. If the 
wind is phasing, the wind can be expected to shift 
back to the right soon and wipe out any advantage 
the boats at the leeward end had right at the start, 
unless those boats can get over on port quickly. Pic-
ture the King of the leeward end starters, Ronnie 
Blair with a perfect start in one of those phasing 
30 degree shift qualifying races at Tawas. His mis-
take was that he didn't tack to port on the knock 
available at the start even if it meant taking a 
transom or two to cross most of the fleet and favor 
the right side for the expected shift to the right. 
It did occur, and this was not one of Ron's better 
races. 

Weather systems that are not normal for a par-
ticular sailing area cause the greatest problems for 
the top boatspeed sailors. As these systems pass, 
the wind tends to return to a direction that is ther-
mally reinforced, and is known as prevailing for the 
area. Sunshine will make the thermal direction pre-
vail, whereas clouds tend to back the wind to the 
direction of the weather system. If weather maps 
confuse you or seem to be wrong a great amount of 
the time in a given area, take a look at the wind di-
rection about 8 a.m. Many times this will give an 
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indication of the weather system wind. By race 
time the wind will undoubtedly be affected by the 
thermal tendency. 

At the start of the fourth race in the World's, 
the wind was East but it was hazy and looked like 
it was clearing rapidly. Clearing would have meant 
a possible shift to the right toward the thermal 
Southwest. However, it clouded up suddenly and 
the northeasterly wind that had been blowing in 
early morning returned. Seidelmann, Allen and Tieg-
land missed this one. I was about in the middle and 
not hurt nearly as bad as they were. 

In the fifth race I made enough errors to lose 
the regatta. Leading the regatta I should not have 
tried for the pin start. I had way more to lose than 
Tom Allen did at that point, but our pride drove us to 
the battle due to a favored line. (Neither one of us 
got a good start). To get clear air, I then went al-
most to the left lay line. This paid off until very 
late in the beat and then we got what we deserved 
— a shift back to the right. The next error was in 
not ducking a starboard tacker when near the port 
lay line. Two tacks cost me as much as going behind 
would have though I could almost cross and would 
have had to give up a lot of distance to go behind. 
Also I wouldn't have been nearly as vulnerable to 
the right hand shift at the mark. The tack with the 
starboard boat to the lay line put me in a position 
where I couldn't gain if the wind stayed the same, 
and any windshift would hurt me. We collected our 
thoughts and did well the rest of the race, but if 
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we hadn't been going quite as well, or the wind was 
less shifty, we might not have been able to get back 
in the race by the end. 

In general, the fleet goes too high on the reaches 
which allows the leaders to increase their lead. How-
ever, the North Americans at Tawas drove home the 
point of never trying to pass boats to leeward on a 
close reach. The blanket zone is just too great. Also 
if its blowing at all, you lose the flexibility of going 
up in the light spots and planing off to leeward 
in puffs and waves. You end up fighting to keep 
the boat up on course and flat. This happened to 
me, which negated some good weather legs we had. 
Tom Allen and Jim Dressel sensed this situation well 
in the third race at Tawas, and gained by staying 
high and planing over some of us who tried to stay 
on the rhumb line and ate a lot of bad air from 
those who kept riding to weather. 

In light air, big distances and many positions are 
gained and lost within the last 100 yards to the 
first weather mark. Assuming you are part of the 
pack that always seems to arrive there together, 
you must keep boat speed during this stretch. I'd 
estimate that less than 207 of the boats are any-
where near their maximum speed for the wind con-
ditions as they reach the weather mark. Mistake one 
is getting to the starboard lay line too early and be-
ing backwinded by each boat in front of you. I did 
this in race one of the North Americans. The port 
tack approach keeps your air clearer, but judgement 
and experience must be better, in terms of fouling 
at the mark. Port tack approach also keeps you from 
having to guess where your starboard lay line is 
and reduces your sailing distance. This is true even 
if you have to take a few transoms of starboard 
tackers right at the mark. Remember they are all 
giving each other bad air and going slow. If you 
try to tack close below a line of starboard tackers 
and don't make the mark you can lose the most. 
You spend alot of time blanketed, and usually pinch 
also (a deadly combination). In the light air first 
mark of the fourth race at Tawas this error was 
made by half the fleet. 

The leader in any series attracts "glompers." 
Sometimes footing off below their cover is better 
than tacking to clear air. Jim Crane sailed a superb 
series in Tawas. However, footing off more toward 
the middle of the course and closer to me instead of 
tacking to get clear air about 1/1, of the way up the 
first weather leg of the last race might have 
saved him the series. 

This final story goes back to the North Americans 
at Bay Head, New Jersey in 1965. It was in a 
qualifying race and I was in the blue flight which 
is first to start. Somehow, I was five minutes ahead 
of the next boat at both the first and second marks. 
The third leg turned into a drifting one-sided beat. 
I took the long tack first. However, I was really 
feeling uncomfortable as boats rounding behind 
me first started pointing higher than I could, and 
finally started flying spinnakers around me to 
weather. I was too stubborn to tack and try to sail 
directly back at the fleet to get the wind. Before 
the leg was over all the blue fleet, all the green 
fleet, and all but five of the yellow fleet had passed 
me. That's over 100 boats in one leg and qualifies 
me for sailing's gigantic mistakes club. 
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RIVER SAILING 
by Alan E. Ruiter 

If you're an avid Lightning sailor and you like 
to travel around to the various and some of the 
more popular regattas, you've probably been con-
fronted with the inevitable current/tide problem 
and tricky winds of a river. River sailing can be 
quite trying to a sailor and most of the more com-
petitive sailors are somewhat tense to start with. 

I believe that the most important point I can 
make about river sailing is that you must carefully 
prepare yourself mentally even before ."packing up 
the boat" to go to the river regatta. You must 
"psych" yourself up for the event by doing some 
honest thinking about the conditions and environ-
ment surrounding a sailing race on a river; a river 
with tide, current, fluky winds and bends in the 
shoreline. 

Also, many rivers in the U.S. today are polluted 
with various chemical and biological materials in-
cluding algae and tar. If you know this to be true 
concerning the river you are about to sail on, it 
is important that you take the precautionary mea-
sure of protecting your boat with a good coat of 
wax. This will make it much easier for you to re-
move tar, algae, and any other material that may 
attach itself to your hull. This type of regatta re-
quires extreme patience on the part of the skipper. 
He must realize that no matter how good his crew, 
the possibility of the spinnaker dragging or touch-
ing the water even for the briefest second, may 
discolor or stain the nylon sail. This happened to 
me while sailing on the Delaware River and it is 
one of the frustrations you could encounter in river 
sailing. 

Now that you are aware of "the frustration of 
pollution," you are now readying yourself for "the 
frustration of fluky air," better known as TFOFA. 

TFOFA is known to all sailors on all bodies of 
water, but it is particularly and peculiarly common 
on rivers. It may take a sailor from first place to 
40th on one cross-river reach or from second to 50th 
just trying to round one downwind mark. In any 
case, don't let TFOFA get you d o w n. Things do 
seem to even out in the long run (no pun intended) 
because TFOFA not only strikes you, it also strikes 
all the other sailors out there. Seriously, I've heard 
people say they don't want to sail on a river because 
so much depends on luck. Well, everyone has the 
same chance of good or bad luck, so don't start 
making excuses before the race. If you do, you've 
lost the race before it starts. 

I've heard many sailors talk of boycotting the 
regatta at Savannah on the Southern Circuit because 
of the "poor sailing conditions." It's true that you 
could lose your shirt and experience bad luck, but 
it could all even out if you give it half a chance. 
Remember, everyone is just as afraid of the river 
as you are. If you realize this, then you're ahead 
of the rest of the fleet before you even launch your 
boat. Also, don't be embarrassed or ashamed of your-
self if you do wind up 50th. Have a few drinks and 
a few laughs about it; then go out and win the next  

race. Remember, there's always TROFA which may 
bring you a TROFE. (TROFA — The Rewards of 
Fluky Air; TROFE — Trophy). 

I think I've spent enough time on the "psych up" 
for the races. Now let me get down to the "game 
plan" or the "GP," also known as general procedure. 
There are some basic and simple rules of strategy 
we all must follow when tackling the river. 

First, let's discuss current and tide. Be aware of 
the time of the change in direction of water flow 
on the river (in the case where the river has a tide). 
Most race committees make this information avail-
able. Also f ind an accurate and up-to-date chart 
showing the depth of the river. This is very impor-
tant because when you're sailing with the current, 
you want to be in the deepest part of the river and 
when you're sailing against the current, you want 
to stay in the shallow areas without dragging your 
centerboard in the mud. In general, rivers are deep 
in the middle and shallow on the sides; therefore, 
if you're tacking against current, stay close to the 
shore; if you're tacking with the current, stay in 
the middle. The same is true for running and reach-
ing; when before the wind against the current, stay 
close to shore; when before the wind and with the 
current, stay in the middle. 

Another factor to remember is whether there are 
any bends in the river. The inside shore of a bend 
in a river will have less current than the outside 
shore on a bend. (This is the current theory.) 

When sailing across the river from one mark to 
another, always consider the current and leave room 
for error in calculating how close to the wind you 
must head in order to make the mark. A dying 
breeze can prove to be fatal if you think you've 
been "right on course." Don't be afraid to put a 
little "in the bag" and overstand the mark; it's 
much less embarrassing than understanding (under-
stand?). 

Now that you're clear on where to go (straight 
to St. Pete, right?), let me continue by discussing 
and cussing the wind and TFOFA. Wind, in and 
around rivers, tends to blow differently than the 
wind on open water; this is due to the land. The 
wind that is generally blowing up or down a river 
(not across the river) will tend to bend near the 
shore. If the wind is coming off one shore a little 
more than the other, it is best to sail on the weather 
side rather than the lee. Don't get so close to shore 
that you run the risk of grounding on the bottom 
or run out of wind due to trees and buildings on 
shore, but stay close enough to get puffs and lifts. 
When the wind is coming off a shore slightly, the 
wind is bent when first passing over the water and 
it is also accelerated in the area near to the weather 
shore. The trick is to get close to shore, but not too 
close and find that shaft. Once you find it, make 
the most of it. Remember, there is a wind shadow 
in closer to shore, so don't ever kiss the beach. In 
finding this shaft of accelerated wind you must 
not forget the water currents. Sometimes it is best 
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to pray for the wind and play for the currents. 
If you think you're confused, you should meet my 

typist. Before I conclude this article, I'd like to ad-
vise you as to some "don'ts." 

If you choose one side of the river in an attempt 
to reach shallow water to begin sailing against the 
tide and you find that most of the fleet has chosen 
the opposite shore, don't panic. You may have chosen 
the right side. If you did, that's great; if you didn't, 
you can blame it on my advice. I've seen some boats 
that looked awful come out smellin' a lot better than 
the river. 

Also, if you have been tacking to the weather 
mark with the river current and the weather mark 
is in the middle of the river and you are about to 
reverse your direction at this mark and set your  

spinnaker for the downwind leg, it is important that 
you don't immediately head your boat against the 
current. You must choose which shoreline to follow 
in fighting the current and get over to that shore-
line. Yes, do set your spinnaker, but be sure to 
reach the shore quickly. If you take your time get-
ting there the boats behind you at the weather mark 
will soon be ahead of you. I also believe, however, 
that it doesn't hurt to pull up your centerboard a 
bit m o r e than usual while fighting the current. 
Finally, don't cut any marks close when rounding 
them in current. Hitting a mark on a river can be 
fatal. 

Well, if you can coordinate all this in your river 
sailing, I'm sure it will improve your performance. 
I'd be glad to discuss these theories with anyone 
at any regatta. Good luck and good sailing. 

THE DEPENDENCE OF BOAT SPEED 
ON WATER TEMPERATURE

Everyone is familiar with the idea that the vis-
cosity of a fluid changes when its temperature 
changes. The motor oil in your car is very viscous 
on a cold morning and the motor turns over quite 
slowly. Although the moving parts are well oiled 
the motor oil is quite thick and viscous and this 
results in a strong drag on the engine. As the motor 
warms up the oil becomes thinner and the viscous 
drag or friction between the moving parts becomes 
much less. Now water is also a fluid, and just be-
cause it is that very special fluid that sailors spend 
much of the summer on and in, it should not be 
expected to act any differently to changes in tem-
perature than the oil in your car. 

When the wind velocity is moderate to light the 
viscous drag of the water on the hull of a sailboat 
is often one half of the total drag on the boat, the 
rest of the drag being generated by the wave-making 
process and by the friction of the wind as it flows 
over the sail and rigging. Anything that affects the 
viscous drag on your boat will af f ect your boat 
speed. So far so good. The 64 dollar question is how 
big is the effect? Should we worry about it, or is 
it on the level of guessing a couple of small shifts 
correctly, and not worth bothering about? If you 
had caught me just before a race last spring and 
asked for a quick answer, I probably would have 
waved my hands a little and allowed as to how the 
effect would be too small to worry about. After all, 
the water temperature can't be more than a few 
degrees different in different part s of the race 
course, and water is sort of thin stuff so how can 
the effect be very big? If you had caught me after 
a good race with a drink in my hand, I would prob-
ably have admitted that I did not k n o w, that it 
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might be important in some special case s. But 
enough of this speculation. What are the facts? 

Figure A is a plot of the viscosity of water as a 
function of water temperature. Two temperature 
scales are given, one for degrees centigrade (°C) 
and one for degrees Fahrenheit (°F). The viscosity 
curve is normalized so that it is 1.0 and 20°C (68°F). 
Now a 5°C (9°F) drop in w at er temperature in-
creases the viscosity by 14%. If half the drag on 
your boat is viscous drag, then the total drag on 
your boat has increased by one-half of 14% or 7%!! 
If your boat speed decreases by 7% the effect is not 
small, it is huge! A 7% speed differential over an 8 
mile race course converts into a lead of 369.6 ft per 
mile, or 2967 ft. which is over half a mile, almost 
ten football fields! This kind of a lead would cer-
tainly qualify for a horizon job in anyone's book, 
so maybe we had better look at this question of 
viscosity a little closer. 

Further inspection of Figure A shows that the 
slope of the curve increases at lower temperatures. 
A 5°C (9°F) change from 10°C to 5°C (50°F to 
41°F) will change the viscosity by 16%. This 
suggests that anyone who sails on cold bodies of 
water like Lake Michigan should expect even larger 
changes in boat speed. If you are sailing in the 
tropics the viscous drag of the water will be much  

less. The change from the cold water of Lake Michi-
gan in the spring (5°C) and the warm water of the 
tropics (25°C) results in a 42% decrease in viscous 
drag. The same difference could be true when com-
paring a small inland lake, that warms up quickly, 
to Lake Michigan. If your boat feels slow when you 
come to Chicago, it may not be you or your boat, it 
may be the water temperature. 

With all this in mind, I began last summer to try 
to answer the important question of just how much 
the water temperature might vary on a typical race 
course. I grew up racing Lightnings on Abino Bay, 
the home of the Buffalo Canoe Club and the site 
of the Lightning World Championship last summer. 
Abino Bay (see Figure B) is a relatively shallow 
bay located on the Canadian shore of Lake Erie. It 
is protected by a point that extends about two miles 
out into the Lake. The direction of the prevailing 
winds is such that the warm surface w at er is 
trapped in the bay and tends to pile up on the lee 
shore. This raises the water temperature next to 
the shore to almost bath temperatures. The other 
side of the bay is open to the lake, and as you move 
out into the lake proper the water temperature drops 
considerably. On a day in August with light winds, 
I would expect that the water temperature on the 
port side of the beat to the weather mark which 
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takes one out into the lake could average 5°C less 
than on the starboard side, which takes one in to-
ward the lee shore. On any given day a 2 degree 
differential would not seem unreasonable. A 2°C 
differential would correspond to a 5% change in 
the viscous drag and if this were one-half of the 
total drag, it could result in a 2.5% speed differ-
ential. In a one-mile beat leg this would result in 
a lead of 187 ft. for the boat that went in toward 
the beach. For the Lightning (19 ft) that is about 
ten boat lengths. Now ten boat lengths is not a huge 
lead, but it is enough to get around the mark and 
get the chute up and get away before the thunder-
ing herd arrives. Ten boat lengths is often the sep-
aration between the first and fifth boat to round 
the first weather mark. The interesting thing in 
this case is that everyone who races in Abino Bay 
knows that the only way to go is into the beach. 
The odds are 8 to 1 in favor of this side of the 
course on any given day. There are good reasons for 
this; the wind is usually stronger near shore, being 
reinforced by the land thermal, and the wind usual-
ly lifts you up the shore and then lifts you again 
when you tack out for the mark, etc. What I never 
realized is that the warm inshore water was also 
making this side of the course faster. 

Last spring I raced for the first time at Savannah, 
Georgia. This is the first stop in the Lightning 
Southern Circuit (early March), and is sailed on 
a Y-shaped race course. The "Y" is formed by the 
junction of two rivers that flow into the ocean. The 
course is in tidal waters and the currents are quite 
strong, particularly in the main channel. When the 
course is against the current everyone heads for the 
mud flats on the sides of the river. It gets quite 
crowded in this relatively narrow space between the 
channel and the reeds, and there is quite a bit of 
pushing and shoving (also a few words), but it is 
the only place to go. The water is quite shallow in 
these mud flats, often less than two feet (this means 
much raising of the centerboard and heeling the boat 
over to keep the rudder out of the mud, etc.), and if 
the sun is out, the water is much warmer here than 
in the main channel. I estimate that the temperature 
differential was at least 4°C (next year I will 
measure it). This would mean a 12% change in the 
viscous drag and a possible 6% speed differential.  

On a light day your speed through the water might 
be twice as fast as your speed over the bottom. In 
this situation a 6% water speed differential becomes 
a 12% forward speed difference. That corresponds 
to 634 ft per mile of race course (3 football fields, 
33 boat lengths). In even a short 4 mile race the 
warm water effect can be quite substantial. Assum-
ing that half the race is sailed on the mud flats, the 
warm water effect could be worth 1200 ft or 400 
yds (366 meters). This may not be as important 
as the effect of getting out of the current, but it is 
quite a substantial distance none the less. Again, 
we find that the warm water part of the race course 
is also the right place to go for other reasons. 

During the summer, I race my Lightning at the 
Chicago Corinthian Yacht Club. The club is located 
in a man-made harbor that forms a point projecting 
out into Lake Michigan. Our race course is an 
Olympic circle, with its center located about 11/2  
miles offshore. One edge of the circle comes quite 
close to our man-made point while the opposite side 
of the course is quite far out in the lake. Last 
August, I began measuring water temperatures be-
fore and during our local races. I was curious to see 
how much of a change in water temperature there 
would be on a typical race day as one moved across 
the course. The water was usually quite warm at the 
harbor mouth, especially when a SE or E wind was 
blowing (these are common land thermals). These 
winds tend to push the warm surface water into a 
corner formed by the Chicago shoreline and our 
point (the harbor entrance is located in this corner). 
As one moves out of the corner toward the end of 
the point the water temperature usually drops 
rapidly, often as much as 1° or 2°C in the short 
distance of 1/2  mile. At this position, just off the 
point and on the edge of the race course, the tem-
perature is usually considerably below the air tem-
perature. As one moves further out into the lake 
the temperature rises and gradually approaches the 
air temperature (or visa versa). A typical set of 
readings in mid-August might be: 15°C at the west 
pin, 15.7°C halfway from the west pin to the center 
pin, 16.7°C at the center pin, and 17°C at the east 
pin. The above numbers are both typical and actual 
readings taken on a particular day. The air tempera-
ture was 17.5°C and the wind was moderate, E to

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going at a reasonable speed brings up quite a bit of 
cold subsurface water. Again one finds that the cold 
water part of the race course is the one to be 
avoided. In this case because of the confused wave 
action, both natural and man-made. This wave ef-
fect suggests another point. If a large boat brings 
up large amounts of cold water, smaller boats, even 
sail boats, must also bring up some cold water. From 
this it naturally follows that sailing in the wake of 
a fleet of boats, or even one boat, is bad news, not 
only because of the backwind and the turbulence of 
the water in its wake, but also because the wake con-
sists of colder water. The more I look into this mat-
ter, the more convinced I become that the best "idiot 
device" that I could install in my boat would be a 
direct-reading water themometer. All I would have 
to do is watch the water temperature, and when it 
started to drop I would start looking around because 
I would know that I was doing something wrong. 

After the surprise of how the water temperature 
varied on the local race course, I have become more 
cautious in trying to predict variations in water tem-
peratures from first principles. In tackling the prob-
lem of the variation of water temperature in Lake 
Michigan as a whole, I first went in search of some 
real data. Interestingly enough, there is some. For 
this we can thank the ecology-minded scientists in 
the mid-west. They have been studying the mixing 
of lake waters and the diffusion of industrial wastes 

SE. The variation across the race course was 2°C. 
Most of the race course was between 16.5° and 17°C 
with a cold section on the shore side. To be honest I 
was quite surprised to find this kind of temperature 
variation. I expected that it would be warm near 
shore and colder as one moved out into the lake. 
It all seemed backward and had me going in circles. 
Each time I made a new set of measurements I 
fully expected these unusual circumstances to dis-
appear and the expected pattern of warm water near 
shore and cold water out in the lake to appear. It 
never did, and the explanation for what turned out 
to be a normal pattern rather than the abnormal 
one came from one of the ecologists working at Ar-
gonne National Laboratory (located just outside Chi-
cago). The cold spot at the inshore edge of the 
race course is caused partly by the mixing of the 
surface water with the subsurface water when the 
waves interact with the man-made point. The mul-
tiple reflections of the waves from the point inter-
act with the incoming waves and generate a con-
fused sea which is not only lousy stuff to sail in, 
but brings up the cold subsurface water as well. 
A second possible cause is the concentration of 
powerboat activity just off the end of the point. 
The point concentrates powerboat traffic going 
north and south along the shore and makes a kind 
of powerboat alley right where we found the cold 
water. Apparently the wake of a large powerboat

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in the Great Lakes for some time. Surface water 
temperatures are just one of the many types of data 
that they need for their studies. Figure C shows 
the variation of surface temperatures for Lake 
Michigan on August 9, 1955. The lines are isotherms, 
points of equal water temperature. The space be-
tween each line corresponds to a one degree tempera-
ture change (centigrade). The isotherms are labeled 
in degrees centigrade. The wind direction was NE. 
All of the warm surface water has either been blown 
or pushed (by currents or atmospheric pressure dif-
ferentials) over to the west shore. Chicago and most 
of the west shore has balmy temperatures of 21°C 
(70°F) or higher all the way up to Mackinac, while 
the east shore is a frigid 10°C (50°) or less, with 
water temperatures close to the shore of as low as 
7° (44°). If you were so unfortunate as to sail a 
course close to the eastern shore you would be sail-
ing in water that was 10°C (18°F) colder than that 
encountered by your competitors on the west shore. 
These are rather unusual conditions but they per-
sisted several days, long enough for a Chicago to 
Mackinac race. The huge temperature differential 
of 10°C between the east and west shore corresponds 
to a change of 31% in the viscosity of the water. If

this were translated into 15% speed differential it 
would be an enormous handicap for the boys on the 
east shore. It's over 300 sailing miles from Chicago 
to Mackinac, and 15% of this is a whopping 45 miles. 
If your boat speed averaged 5 mph this would mean 
an additional 9 hours of elapsed time. Even if a more 
moderate course were sailed so that you were never 
too close to the east shore, and assuming that you 
elected to go west of the Manitou Islands you might 
still go 200 miles in water that was 5° colder than 
the west shore course. This could still cost you 14 
miles or three hours of elapsed time. Considering 
that the corrected times between the first and 
eighth place in each division averaged less than 2 
hours, this is quite a serious handicap. 

On August 9, 1955, there was also a strong ad-
verse current of 0.4 to 0.6 mph running down the 
east shore. Bad news for the boys who were already 
slowed down by the cold water. There was some ad-
verse current on the west shore as well, but it was 
much less, averaging 0.1 to 0.2 mph. In the middle 
of the lake the surface currents were favorable and 
averaged from 0.0 to 0.03 mph. If you had stayed 
in the warm water you would have had a current ad-
vantage of 0.3 to 0.6 mph or better which would 
have improved your boat speed by 5% to 10%. Once 
again we find that the warm water corresponds to 
the correct side of the course. Smither's "idiot de-
vice" would have worked well on this August 9th. 

Although the August 9th picture is unusual, and 
the more normal surface temperature distributions 
would give average temperature differentials of 
only 2° to 4°C for different sides of the lake, going 
the warm water route could still save two to three 
hours of elapsed time. 

Another thing to remember is that the tempera-
ture distribution has very little to do with wind 
velocity and direction in the immediate area. Lake 
Michigan is a big lake and once the surface water 
gets set in motion it takes a lot to reverse its mo-
tion. More often than not the warm surface water 
will slosh back and forth across the lake a couple 
of times (during a period of weeks) before the oscil-
lation dies out. The very cold water on the east shore 
in figure B comes from the upwelling of deep lake 
water as it replaces the warm surface water which 
has gone west. A similar thing is expected to happen 
in smaller lakes. The equilibrium time needed to re-
distribute the surface water would be much shorter 
so the surface temperature conditions would be much 
better correlated with the local wind conditions and 
thus easier to predict. 

The possibilities seem endless, but this article is 
getting rather long. So I would like to summarize 
by saying that I feel that the temperature of the 
water does have an appreciable effect on your boat 
speed. Also, temperature differentials between dif-
ferent parts of the race course are more the rule 
than the exception. Finally, the warm water seems 
to go along with many of the other clues that you 
normally use to decide which way to go on the race 
course so you often get the warm water increase in 
boat speed without realizing it. So remember, the 
next time you see your competition sailing faster 
than you, it may not be that his boat is hotter than 
yours, it could be his water that's hotter.

Since the anticlimax after the 1969 World Championship 
in the Rio de la Plata, there has been a continuous increase 
in Lightning activity.

No new wooden boats have been built here since 
plastic construction was introduced in the United States. 

Twenty boats participated in the District Championship, 
and a wide range of weather conditions provided opportuni-
ties and enjoyment for all. Mario Isola, repeating past per-
formances, won all six races. Osvaldo Bordino and Carlos 
Collet had a hard fight for second place, which was only 
decided in the last event in the latter's favor.

The year 1973 will go down in Mississippi Valley history 
as "The year of the floods." Many of the sailing facilities 
normally not too bothered with high water were caught 
in back up and control situations which caused sailing facili-
ties to be flooded for months, due to the unprecedented 
amount of water topping levies down the whole of the Mis-
sissippi Valley. Carlyle Sailing Association, up the Kaskas-
kia from the Mississippi, went under water two days after 
Christmas and did not emerge until the 28th of July. For-
tunately, Kentucky Lake fared somewhat better and was 
within normal limits in time for the District Championship, 
June 14-16. 

The cooperative spirit, so in evidence in 1972, had con-
tinued and grown under the very capable leadership of Tom 
Hudgens of Nashville, the 1971-72 District Commodore. The 
chores and work involved in putting on a District Champion-
ship were delegated out to all fleets, and all performed well. 
After five hard-fought races, the standings strung out 
through 32 boats. Bill Buckles, late of Decatur, Ill., was 
racing his last District's in the Mississippi Valley District 
and capped off a winning career in the district by having 
won the 1972 Districts.

He supplied a computer 
program to print out pre-addressed, self-sticking mailing 
labels. They have been a real boon to written correspondence. 

The people of New Orleans deserve special credit for host-
ing so many regattas. It is the most desirable location inso-
far as being central to the District and we hope that they 
will continue to have us. 

The 1974 Districts will be held at Lake Charles, and the 
G. Y. A. Regatta will be at Fairhope. Hopefully, this coming 
year will be a year of traveling to regattas, particularly for 
those who haven't been able to do so before now. It's not 
until then that they can really enjoy the class and members, 
not to mention the improvement that their sailing can ex-
perience.

Third position went to the first Swiss boat Hocora, skippered 
by Hans Rahn and crewed by Meier and Eigenmann. Between 
the fourth boat and the ninth there was a difference of 
0.9 points only, so well balanced was the quality of the 
different crews. 

The third highlight was a negative one. Because of tech-
nical difficulties in building the new fibre-glass boats, de-
livery was delayed for several months. This made us lose 
about a dozen or more new or prospective Lightning sailors 
and crews. We hope, however, to win them back. 

As far as skippering the Swiss District is concerned, Dr. 
J. C. Hass will retire, having served as Commodore of Swit-
zerland for the last six years. We will propose Mr. Hans 
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Fighting it out for the European Championships.

Three boats in one season above the 12000 mark means 
something.

It's hard to believe but sailing season '73 has come and 
gone.

Fleet 194 activities started Jan. 5 with the annual in-
stallation dinner at the home of Charlie and Betty Grinnell. 
Fleet Officers installed were: Charlie Grinnell, Fleet Cap-
tain; Al Coha, Secretary; Donna Brady, Treasurer; Fred 
Knauer, Mainstay Reporter. 

Sailing activities in Southern California never really 
cease, with the first race of the "Frostbite Series" starting 
Jan. 7. The first race was a "Windless Wonder," with Fred 
Knauer drifting across the finish line ahead of Myron Lyon. 
The two races Jan. 21 were ridiculous drifters — even drift-
ing backwards part of the time in the strong, outgoing tide. 
Al Coha, who missed the first race, won both of these, with 
Mabel crewing for the first time since she broke her leg, 
skiing. The final results were 1) Coha, 2) Knauer, 3) Lyon. 

The winter series was sailed with better winds during 
February and March. A spectacular dismasting occurred 
during one of the races, when the mast on a wildly oscil-
lating downwind snipe hit Fred Knauer's mast as he was 
sailing closehauled and bent it over to a 90 degree angle 
about two feet above the deck. Fortunately, no one was hurt. 
Commodore Paul Brady went on to win that race and the 
series. 

The Southern California Lightning Circuit began on 
Sunday, April 15, at Coronado Yacht Club. John Freenor 
was down from San Francisco. Bill Buckles came from Ohio 
in place of Papa John Mueller, who had been a fixture dur-
ing the previous Circuits. However, the Los Angeles group 
showed up in force — Harter, Patty, Givernick, Boswell 
and Newman, and that really helped out. 

Warren Gross represented CYC, and from MBYC there 
was Coha, Lyon, Brewer and Knauer. The weather was 
fine — with nice breezes for the Sunday race. Buckles, Free-
nor, Lyon and Knauer were the first to round the weather 
mark. On the spinnaker legs Freenor dropped a couple of 
places. On the second long beat Knauer went furthest to 
the West, found a great lifting streak of wind, which took 
him past Lyon and on to Buckles' transom. While Buckles 
put a close cover on Knauer to the finish line, Lyon and 
Gross had their own duel, which Gross won by a narrow 
margin. Freenor finished fifth. 

Monday the wind was strong — 10-18 mph, and foul 
weather gear was very apparent. In the morning race, 
Gross went out in front and stayed there all around, with 
Buckles his closest pursuer. Lyon and Knauer dueled for 
third, with Lyon the winner. Al Coha took fifth. 

In the afternoon race, Buckles and Gross again battled 
for the first place spot. At the first weather mark Cohn 
was third, Knauer fourth, Lyon fifth. At the jibing mark 
Lyon was third — but at this point the Lyons became lambs, 
and didn't fly the spinnaker on the next leg, marked by 
some exhilarating wild planning. Coha, Harter and Knauer 
all went by him. Buckles pulled away from Gross. Coha and 
Knauer battled closely for third, with Coha taking it on 
the last long one-tack "beat." Harter dropped back, and 
Freenor came up for fifth and Lyon was sixth. 

Wednesday dawned bright and clear for the 17-mile mara-
thon race from Coronado Y.C. in the San Diego Bay out into 
the ocean, and up the coast into Mission Bay to M.B.Y.C. 
The start was a port tack reach and most of the boats 
popped spinnakers at the gun. 

Knauer raised no chute and headed high toward the 
West and when, in less than a minute a 60-degree header hit 
the fleet, he had a big lead over all the boats which had to 
drop their chutes. He held his lead for about an hour, with 
Buckles and Gross gradually closing the gap. They took 
the lead by staying close into shore. Knauer tacked across 
the bay to get on the windward side of a large freighter. 
South of Point Loma, approaching the No. 3 buoy, which 
was the turning mark, Gross held low and had no trouble  

finding the mark. Buckles, Knauer and Lyon all held up high 
and missed the mark, and later had to come back under 
spinnaker. 

By this time most of the rest of the fleet had rounded 
the mark, so the places were really shuffled. Poor Buckles, 
who had gone a mile further to no. 1 Buoy, went from first 
to ninth-place. The ocean sailing was great. A strong 
breeze kept the boats moving well, in spite of heavy seas. 
When the Mission Bay jetties came into sight, chutes were 
popped and were carried into Mission Bay. The first five 
finishing were Gross, Coha, Freenor, Givernik and Knauer. 
At the end of this race, the overall standings were Gross, 
Buckles, Knauer, Lyon and Coha. 

Thursday, two races were sailed in Mission Bay. The first 
one was sailed in winds of about 10 m.p.h. It was won by 
Buckles, who was followed by Gross, Lyon, Knauer and Coha. 

The second race of this Easter Regatta was a three-lap 
lulu that took a good two hours. It started in winds of 
about 10 m.p.h., which gradually dropped to 4-5 m.p.h. Once 
again, Buckles was off with a good lead. Gross was second 
in spite of a near goof of going to (but not over) the finish 
line after only two laps. There was an epic battle between 
Lyon and Knauer for third. Five times Knauer went ahead, 
and four times, Lyon passed him again. However, the 
fifth time, the treatment took, and Knauer crossed the 
line a few lengths ahead. Freenor was fifth. 

The final race of this regatta and of the Circuit was held 
in Mission Bay on Friday. Knauer was over at the start and 
had to go back. He was able to fight his way back into the 
fleet. Buckles led again, with Gross and Haines behind 
him. On the final beat of the race, Coha, Lyon, Givernik and 
Knauer had a great battle, with frequent tacking. Places 
changed until they finally crossed the finish line in that 
order. The top five in this Easter Regatta were Buckles, 
Gross, Lyon, Knauer and Coha. 

Trophies were awarded to the first four finishers in 
each portion of the Circuit. Then trophies were awarded to 
the top five winners of the overall Circuit as follows: 1) 
Gross, 2) Buckles, 3) Knauer, 4) Lyon, 51 Coha. The beau-
tiful overall trophies, made by Al Coha and Glen McPherren, 
were unique. The sea chart for the San Diego Bay area was 
reduced in size, then transferred to aluminum. This was 
framed, and an engraved plate was put on the frame show-
ing the Circuit, year and finishing place. Social events 
during the Circuit included a BBQ dinner at CYC and a 
spaghetti dinner at M.B.Y.C. 

The Memorial Day Series was sailed under a new plan. 
There were six races in two days, three races each day. Each 
day the first race was started in Mission Bay and finished 
in the ocean. The second race was around an ocean course 
but finished in the bay near the clubhouse. After six races, 
Coha, Knauer and Lyon were each tied. 

The three-race Blue Water Regatta was sailed in the Ocean 
in June. In two of the races Knauer led all around the 
triangle but was ninned at the finish by Lyon. The results 
were 1) Lyon, 2) Knauer, 3) Brady. 

In the "Sloop Regatta" Knauer won all three races, but his 
margin over 2nd place Brady was a total of only eleven 
seconds for the 3 races. 

The California Districts were sailed at King Harbor 
Yacht Club in Redondo Beach. Eichenlaub and Knauer 
trailered to the Districts from Fleet 194.

In 1973 racing at WeMeet was wider open than it has 
been in some years, with four boats remaining in contention 
throughout the summer and several others pressing from 
time to time. 

Interestingly enough, all four boats were sailed by two or 
more skippers. Pres Moore repeated his victory in the club 
championship season-long series, although Pres insisted that 
most of the credit should be given to his son, Matteo, who 
skippered the majority of the races. The Moores also won 
the Saturday series and the Fox Cup, were second in the 
Sunday, July and August series, and third in the Com-
modore's Race, the Frazier Trophy and the Cutting Cup. 

Great surprise of the year was the Oliver boat, skippered 
at various times by Bill Oliver, sons John and David, and 
son-in-law Rick Cramer.

By September it was sailing faster than any other 
boat at Wellfleet. The Olivers were second for the season, 
first in the Sunday and August series, and won the Frazier 
Trophy and the Cutting Cup. David Oliver also won the 
Junior Lightnings with Charley White, second. Clearly, the 
Olivers have the fever. Last heard from, they were on their 
way to the Frigid Digit in Annapolis. 

Barbara Noyes and Stafford Frazier, again sharing the 
helm in Barbara's boat, began the season as if they would 
win everything in sight, dominating the first few week-
ends. But tune or sails may have gone bad, for they were 
less overwhelming by the end of the summer. They won 
the Coffee Cup and the July series, were second in the 
Commodore's Race, on Saturdays and third for the season. 

Anne and Tim Dickey were the only Wellfleet skippers in 
1973 to campaign their boat on the summer circuit, thereby 
damaging their record in local series. Still, they were around 
enough to win the Commodore's T Race, the Tea Cup, and 
take second in the Fox Cup, third in all the shorter series 
(July, August, Saturday, Sunday) and fourth for the season. 

Bob Campbell returned from Europe in August to have 
at least one all-winning weekend. Bill Webb finished second 
in the Frazier Trophy, despite slamming into the starboard-
tack Moore boat. Alex Webb skippered the family boat to 
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second in the Cutting Cup. Despite breakdowns, the Cuttings 
had several good races. 

When the Northeast Districts at Portland were cancelled 
due to light air, the Wellfleet Regatta was again combined 
with the Districts. Three exciting heavy air races were held 
on excellent courses set by Carl Brown and Johnny Water-
bury. Stuart Nickerson came back to sail Charley Sweet's 
boat, with Charley as crew, to a non-qualifying third behind 
Gerges Peter and Don Brush. The next local boat, the Dick-
eys', did qualify and attend the North American Champion-
ships. 

Fleet 280 suffered a slight attrition in 1973 with the 
Pierce boat inactive, the Stern boat gone, Stuart Nickerson 
lost to 470's and Alex Webb to photo-journalism in New 
York. There are strong rumors that Stuart will be back in 
Lightnings, as will Alex, if he ever has the time. Meanwhile, 
parents of several juniors have expressed interest in boats 
for 1974. If they go through with their plans, with Bill Oli-
ver as fleet captain and possibly the man to beat, and with 
Carl Brown back running races (hopefully), 1974 should be 
a lovely year.

A record low snow pack in the Cascade Mountains last win-
ter resulted in a critically low spring run-off — so low, in 
fact, that Vancouver Lake never rose above the puddle 
stage. We were a yacht club without a place to go yachting! 
However, this did not deter the fleet from having another 
active year campaigning in the Pacific Northwest District. 

The season began in early April with the annual Loyalty 
Days Festival in Newport on the Oregon coast. Festival 
organizers have made Lightning racing a central part of 
their program, which also includes the blessing of the 
fishing fleet. And that blessing came in handy. 

Part of the race course included the bell buoy marking 
the entrance to the inlet and the beginning of the Pacific 
Ocean.

Television and newspaper coverage helped put our beloved 
"blow boats" in the limelight. 

The racing season began in earnest with Eugene Yacht 
Club's Memorial Day Regatta, with a total registration of 
over 200 boats. Thirty-one Lightnings from throughout the  

district vied for the top slot. Phil Parshley, sailing an ex-
cellent series, captured first place. Fleet Captain John Tu-
erck could not equal his own record and kept "Over Easy" 
upright all weekend. 

In lieu of sailing on our lake, the Columbia River was 
used to hold the club's summer and fall series. Both of these 
were won by the omnipresent John Benedetti. The two wins 
made John the Vancouver Lake Sailing Club Lightning 
Champion for 1973. 

The Districts this year were hosted by the Seattle Fleet 
#132. The course was set off Sand Point Naval Air Station 
on Lake Washington, a part of the lake undiscovered by 
stinkpotters, and we had the whole place to ourselves. De-
fending champion John Benedetti was our highest placing 
boat, with a third. The rest of us had to be content with 
watching the leaders from our spectators' vantage point. 

The Barber Trophy Series, named appropriately after the 
inventors of the Barber Hauler, is sailed annually among 
Oregon Lightnings. This year's event was held on Fern 
Ridge Reservoir in Eugene. Two Portland boats finished 
the weekend tied on points. But Jim Nelson beat Paul Fis-
cher more times than Paul beat Jim, and the bowl went to 
the Nelsons. The winning skipper was enthusiastically tossed 
into the water, while his all-girl crew enthusiastically hid 
behind the trees. 

Five boats from Portland made the long trek to San Fran-
cisco for the Pacific Coast Championship. The races were 
sailed in atypical Bay area weather, with only one race 
in heavy air. Class Vice-President John Benedetti led our 
fleet again, with a fifth overall. 

The season ended, as is traditional, with the District 
Team Races, hosted this year by the Portland fleet. It turned 
out to be a great way to end the year, as our Fleet #283 
won the Championship and the "Scuttlebutt" trophy for the 
first time since 1967. This was an all-fleet effort, and each 
member contributed to our success. 

Our fleet championship is determined on the basis of the 
best record in local races over the entire season. The year's 
result was undecided into the last race of the year with 
John Benedetti, Smoke Fischer and Jim Nelson, all capable 
of winning. The final result gave the title to Jim, with 
John as runner-up and Smoke, third. A total of 26 races were 
used with six throw-outs. Only three points separated first 
and third, an example of our intra-fleet competition. 

Other fleet activities this year included the Women's Sail-
ing Class, held on a very shallow pond in El Toros. Many 
wives crew with their husbands, and this gave them the 
opportunity to get the feel of the helm and therefore better 
understand both ends of a racing sailboat. Next year's 
classes will begin again in Toros and then move into 
Lightnings, where the girls will stay dry and shout or-
ders, while the men block the spray and bang their knees 
on the centerboard. 

The winter rains have begun and, with luck next year, 
will find us with plenty of rain to go with our enthusiasm.

For a Fleet, supposedly well conducted, a reduction in sail-
ing activity must unfortunately be registered. Departures 
from the club and new entrants also did not balance. In 
the Swiss Championships, for which we were partly respon-
sible for organizational duties, a great number of parti-
cipants had to be contacted by phone and invited to parti-
cipate.
